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Introducao

Quando a sua prova se aproxima, maior é a quantidade de textos a serem lidos, nao € mesmo?
A tendéncia é ficar preocupado, com o desejo de ler com maior velocidade e ter a certeza de que
estd preparado para interpretar os textos e resolver as questdes.

Para cumprir o seu cronograma de estudos, além de acompanhar todo nosso material até
aqui, na ultima aula, vocé precisa adotar algumas técnicas para ler e interpretar questdes, que vao
além de explorar scanning e skimming, usados desde nossa primeira aula.

Na verdade, um dos grandes desafios do professor é ensinar o habito de ler pois, além de
favorecer o aprendizado e aprimorar a escrita, em qualquer lingua, desenvolvemos o habito da
leitura e apuramos também o nosso senso critico.

Praticar a leitura de textos em Inglés, por exemplo, de artigos jornalisticos que eu sempre

aponto para vocé e apresentei no decorrer das aulas, que funcionam como exercicios de fixagao de
vocabulario e estruturas gramaticais a cada leitura.

E, consequentemente, quanto maior for o seu rendimento nessas leituras, mais motivado se
sentira para continuar explorando textos cobrados no dia da sua prova.

Vocé vai encontrar palavras importantes a compreensao do texto através do scanning e
skimming, com certeza.

Mas, além de identificar as palavras-chave, ha formas de encaixa-las pela sua relevancia,
permitindo um foco nas palavras mais interessantes.

E, constatando avancos na capacidade de memorizar o que é relevante, vocé podera fazer
aumentar a agilidade na leitura e assimilagdo de novos vocabulos.
Outra vantagem quando se |é mais rapido é que, quanto mais vocé |é, mais conteudos

aprendera. Mas essa leitura deve ser feita com cuidado, sem deixar que qualquer informagao passe
despercebida.

Atingir um ritmo adequado de leitura é uma pratica que precisa ser treinada. Talvez esse seja
um dos motivos para muitas pessoas afirmarem nao gostar tanto de ler, em nenhuma lingua. Mas,
guando se concentra para valer, melhor é a compreensdao e a memorizagao dos conteudos.

Nessa aula, vamos explorar outras técnicas de leitura dindmica, acelerada ou qualquer nome
gue se dé ao aprimoramento e fortalecimento da maneira que vocé encara os textos na hora da
pratica e, claro, para te deixar preparado para o dia da sua prova.

Essa aula é extremamente importante, ja que ler com dinamismo é o seu objetivo. Entdo,
vamos la! Come on!

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Como interpretar textos no dia da sua prova?

Em alguma prova, vocé ja tentou ler um texto e percebeu que ndo havia entendido o
suficiente para responder o que se pede? No entanto, algumas técnicas de leitura podem ajudar a
interpretar melhor os textos e absorver o maximo de informac¢des durante a leitura.

Entre as razdes que dificultam a leitura, a principal é a falta de vocabulario, principalmente
guando estdo inseridas palavras um tanto diferentes, palavras realmente tipicas de textos com uma
linguagem mais formal, que exige um conhecimento mais amplo de vocabuldrio realmente singular,
inusual, dispar. Mas, isso pode ser superado, ja que vocé pode adquirir vocabulario com a pratica. E
eu ja citei muitas vezes as fontes usadas nas provas nas listas de exercicios e nas videoaulas, ndo é
mesmo?

Eu acredito que dialogar com o texto por meio de perguntas ajuda muito, principalmente
guando se observa as alternativas de resposta para “jogar” a pergunta no texto e buscar as possiveis

respostas.

O primeiro passo para ler um texto é iniciar sua leitura sem se preocupar em traduzir tudo
literalmente e sim, compreender o assunto geral, extrair o suficiente para que vocé . Pergunte-se o
gue pode ser retirado de informacdo essencial que dé embasamento a compreensdo do texto como
um todo.

Um passo que também contribui com a melhor compreensao dos assuntos tratados no texto
é fazer resumos em sua mente, enquanto identifica palavras interessantes e relevantes. Vocé estd
escaneando as palavras e colocando-as em seus pensamentos no decorrer da leitura, para que o
assunto faca sentido para vocés, pouco a pouco.

Tente perceber se, ao final da leitura de cada texto, vocé é capaz de pontuar o que é essencial
daqueles paragrafos lidos. Além disso, procure ler mais de uma vez as alternativas de resposta das
guestdes, para assimilar melhor as informagfes que vai, gradativamente, encontrar nos textos.

De forma natural, vocé vai ampliar sua capacidade cognitiva, encaixando-se no processo de
aquisicao do conhecimento de vocabulos e preparar-se bem para o dia da prova.

Se vocé gosta de fazer pequenas anotagdes no “canto” de cada questdo da prova, coloque
palavras relevantes 1a ou as circule, sublinhe, destaque-as da maneira que for mais pratica para vocé.

Concentre-se em elaborar pensamentos sobre o que cada texto traz de informacgao, lembre-
se dos assuntos lidos em noticidrios e fontes indicadas para seus estudos. Faca com o que suas
leituras estejam diretamente ligadas com o que vocé vai ler na prova, pois havera assuntos que vocé

com certeza acompanhou e conseguira formular suas respostas.

Conte comigo e vamos |3, ver como € isso na pratica.
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Aprimorar a leitura para o dia da sua prova

Ndao ha uma regra especifica sobre como ler, como desenvolver a pratica da leitura,
principalmente para ajudar na resolugdo de questdes decorrentes dos textos variados nas provas.

E a leitura, em qualquer lingua, € uma das oportunidades mais democraticas e acessiveis de
desenvolvimento pessoal.

E por meio dela que podemos quebrar fronteiras, aprender coisas novas e descobrir novos
universos sem sair do lugar.

Ler, qualquer que seja o texto, € um processo que permite a expansao de si mesmo e cria
infinitas possibilidades para se absorver mais conhecimento, incentivando a evolugao pessoal.

Além disso, a pratica de leitura desenvolve nosso senso critico por meio da capacidade de
interpretagao, desenvolve a imaginagao, a criatividade, a comunicagdao, bem como o aumento do
vocabulario, conhecimentos gerais e do senso critico, necessario no dia da sua prova.

Outra vantagem da leitura é o constante exercicio do nosso cérebro, o que facilita a
interpretagao de textos e leva a maior a competéncia da habilidade escrita, ampliando e expandindo
horizontes cognitivos e ajudando vocé na hora da sua redagao.

No dia da sua prova, vocé precisa conseguir informacdes necessdrias a compreensdao dos
textos e assim, atender aos requisitos para julgar cada uma das alternativas que seguem nas
questdes.

Na hora de ler, vocé deve se concentrar em detalhes individuais do texto. Tanto se vocé
escolher ler de forma lenta ou rapida para “passar os olhos” em cada paragrafo, para encontrar as
preciosas palavras-chave, tao importantes a vocé.

Em uma leitura mais intensa, o que ndo se pode fazer é preocupar com o significado de algo.
Em vez disso, ja afirmei que vocé deve entender a esséncia do texto, a ideia geral que a leitura pode
nos transmitir.

Um dos segredos para a realizagao de uma boa prova é conseguir resumir a tao falada “ideia
central” na hora da leitura e, caso seu objetivo seja adquirir vocabuldrio, pode até anotar palavras
desconhecidas para pesquisar seus significados.

E, mesmo, que isso ndo seja de extrema importancia, quando o objetivo é entender do que
se trata e buscar respostas as perguntas na hora da sua prova.

Uma das minhas dicas aos alunos preparando-se para a sua prova, é, além de aplicar as
técnicas ja estudadas, fazer um “link” entre o que vocé esta estudando com algo que vocé ja leu,
algo que vocé conhega, saiba do que se trata.

Mesmo que vocé ndo goste muito do assunto, vocé precisa estar a par de variadas noticias e

vocé pode fazer paralelos interessantes e, acredite: quanto mais vocé vincular informagdes sobre
determinado tema, mais vocé conseguira se interessar mais pela leitura e, claro, aprendera melhor.
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Vejamos como vincular ideias e fazer as conexdes com um texto retirado da revista Science,
explorada em provas.

Enquanto usar o skimming, “correndo os olhos” pelo texto em busca de palavras relevantes,
faca também a leitura seletiva: “pule” frases que ndao compreende ou nao oferece informagdes tao
relevantes quanto outras.

Muitas vezes, o titulo e o primeiro paragrafo lidos e depois a ultima linha do texto ja levam
vocé a identificar o assunto e até mesmo a resposta de uma determinada pergunta. Veja abaixo:

THE DISCOVERY OF PENICILLIN—MNEW INSIGHTS AFTER MORE THAN 75 YEARS OF
CLINICAL USE

BABSTRACT

After just over 75 years of penicillin’s clinical use, the world can see that its impact was
immediate and profound. In 1928, a chance event in Alexander Fleming's London laboratory
changed the course of medicine. However, the purification and first clinical use of penicillin would
take more than a decade. Unprecedented United States/Great Britain cooperation to produce
penicillin was incredibly successful by 1943. This success overshadowed efforts to produce
penicillin during World War 1l in Europe, particularly in the Netherlands. Information about these
efforts, available only in the last 10-15 years, provides new insights into the story of the first
antibiotic. Researchers in the Netherlands produced penicillin using their own production methods
and marketed it in 1946, which eventually increased the penicillin supply and decreased the price.
The unusual serendipity involved in the discovery of penicillin demonstrates the difficulties in
finding new antibiotics and should remind health professionals to expertly manage these

extracrdinary medicines.

Perceba que, nesse texto, interessante observar rapidamente e detectar o assunto geral sem
se preocupar nos detalhes, a partir do titulo (talvez algumas palavras entre cada pardgrafo) e o final
do texto: “discovery of penicilin, clinical use, Laboratory, extraordinary medicines”, entre outras.

O texto vai tratar, exatamente, da descoberta da penicilina, consequéncias, remédios etc.

Essa técnica pode ser usada quando vocé percebe que o texto é menor e as perguntas
possiveis de serem identificadas fazendo isso. As vezes, é bom usar esse tipo de procedimento em
uma leitura densa, para nao ficar cansativa e sim, reveladora de informagdes que vocé vai buscando

a0s poucos.
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Por outro lado, uma maneira interessante para ajudar a ler textos longos, é evitar a releitura
das frases que compde o texto e aumentar a velocidade da primeira leitura, utilizando-se do método
“sublinhar o que considero importante”. Encontrar a esséncia do texto, palavras que realmente
importam a resposta e sublinha-las, veja:

LANDFILLS AND THE INTRODUCTION OF NANOMATERIALS IN WASTE

Waste disposal on land (dumping) and landfiling remain the most prominent waste
management techniques used _ (16) . The standards and practices for this type of waste
disposal vary greatly ranging from uncontrolled sites to highly specialised and controlled
engineered landfills. The potential _(17) of contaminants through landfill gas and leachate is
largely dependent on landfill design, site conditions and the sophistication of the control measures
in place, _(18) landfill gas recovery and leachate collection and treatment systems.

Modern engineered landfills use _(19)  barriers, with few relying on natural barriers, to line the
bottom of a landfill and incorporate collection systems for both leachate and landfill gas. The
purpose of these collection systems is to capture and treat leachate and landfill gas; _ (20)
preventing the migration of leachate into ground/surface water and the release of untreated landfill
gases to the atmosphere. An un-engineered landfill would be considered an uncontrolled system
due to the lack of environmental controls, potentially resulting in significant environmental exposure
of contaminants.

Because of widespread use of ENMs in a broad range of products, it is possible that some
ENMs _ (21) through landfill gases; however this report will primarily focus on ENMs that may be
present in landfill leachate, as this is considered to be the primary means by which ENMs could be
transported_(22)  a landfill. Characterisation of landfill gases to identify the presence of ENMs

(23)  an important area for further research.

Landfill leachate is generated when rain passes through the waste mass and by the liquid
generated due to the breakdown of waste _(24) the landfill. The composition of leachate is
extremely _(25) depending on the type of waste landfilled, the quantity of precipitation, the
construction and operation of the landfill, the age of the landfill and other factors such as pH,
temperature and microbial populations.

Nesse texto, é possivel ler rdpido, sublinhando os termos que determinam o assunto e ajudam a
entender um contexto geral: introducao, lixo, contaminagao, tratamento, controle ambiental, entre
outras. Mas isso exige treino que, bem feito, muitas vezes funciona.

E vocé terd que fazer exatamente isso — definir palavras que auxiliam e colaboram com a
compreensao geral do texto, sublinha-las ou destaca-las da maneira que achar melhor, que facilite
seu entendimento para uma possivel busca de respostas das perguntas apresentadas.

Agora, vejamos outras maneiras de conseguir entender o texto, na hora de ler com o objetivo
de capturar a esséncia, a ideia central, o que precisa saber daquele assunto. Let’s go!
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Reading techniques improvement

Vejamos agora outras formas de facilitar sua leitura no dia da prova.

Essa pratica que faremos, vai ajudar muito a praticar durante o tempo em que vocé estd
estudando e procurando a melhor forma de “encarar” aqueles textos que tera que ler, interpretar,
compreender o assunto e responder as perguntas decorrentes dele.

Podemos, por exemplo, lembrar dos cognatos, comuns na lingua inglesa, que sdo termos de
origem grega ou latina bastante parecidos com o Portugués tanto na forma escrita como no
significado. E que podem ajuda-lo a saber sobre o assunto principal de um texto através das palavras
gue conhece ou que sdo parecidas com o nosso idioma.

Contudo, mesmo se “aproveitando” dos cognatos, presentes em 80% da sua prova, é preciso
soma-los a demais técnicas de leitura em Inglés para funcionar, porque existem os falsos cognatos
também, que estudamos na aula 01 e praticamos nos exercicios quando aparecem.

A compreensdao de texto depende da capacidade em relacionar ideias, estabelecer
referéncias, fazer dedugdes ldgicas, identificar palavras que sinalizam ideias, além da percepcao de
elementos que colaborem na compreensao de palavras.

Essa percepcdo, farda com o que vocé se recorde de assuntos ja estudados, como por exemplo,
os prefixos e sufixos e ndo simplesmente, como muitos acreditam, o conhecimento de vocabulario,
ou seja, s6 o conhecimento de vocabulario é insuficiente para compreender um texto.

Vocé deve:
esquecer o habito de ler palavra por palavra (e ja falamos sobre isso anteriormente);
* usar seu prévio conhecimento sobre o assunto (e ja afirmamos aimportancia da leitura atualizada);

* dominar as estratégias que fortalecem este processo (e ja praticamos muito no decorrer das aulas,

cada dia mais);

* prestar atencao ao contexto do texto (e ja vimos como o contexto pode ser “descoberto” pela

andlise/varredura de termos relevantes);

* fortalecer as estruturas gramaticais estudadas (e os PDFs das aulas 00 até a 12 é um resumo de

um curso de Inglés talvez de 4 anos ou mais, compactado de forma completa para vocé).

Vamos a outras maneiras de perceber uma facilitacdo na leitura de textos, como observar
palavras repetidas, tipografia, deducdo de ideias, referéncias contextuais e passos importantes
nesse processo.
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Repeated words (Palavras repetidas)

Quando algumas palavras se repetem varias vezes no texto, mesmo com formas diferentes,
normalmente sdo importantes para a compreensao.

As palavras repetidas aparecem especialmente na forma de verbos, substantivos e adjetivos
e nem sempre sao cognatas. Pode ser, por exemplo, o verbo vender (to sell) e a palavra vendas se
repetindo (sales) ou a expressdo em promocdo (on sale).

Podem aparecer no decorrer dos paragrafos, noinicio, no fim, nas perguntas, enfim, estdo ali
para fazer algum sentido.

Typography (Tipografia)

As marcas tipograficas sdao elementos que, no texto, transmitem informagcdes nem sempre
representadas por palavras. Reconhecé-las é um auxilio bastante util a leitura e identificacdao do
assunto.

Key words (palavras-chave): Ja iniciamos uma andlise delas desde nossa aula 00, sdo aquelas
gue estdao mais de perto associadas especificamente ao assunto do texto, podendo aparecer
repetidas e algumas vezes ou na forma de sindbnimos.

Identificar essas palavras-chave através do skimming ou scanning ou qualquer outra técnica
de estudo usada, nos leva a ter uma visao geral do texto, como ja dito anteriormente.

Prediction (Previsdo/Deducdo)

E a atividade pela qual somos levados a prever ou deduzir o contedido de um texto através do
titulo ou de outros elementos tipograficos, como ilustracdes, graficos, esquemas. Quanto mais
conhecimento geral o leitor trouxer em sua bagagem, mais facil serd para fazer as devidas
“previsdes”.

E a primeira coisa a fazer antes de comecar a leitura do texto. E possivel, muitas vezes,
antecipar ou prever o conteddo de um texto, também através do titulo, de um subtitulo, grafico ou

figura incluidos.

O titulo, quando bem escolhido, identifica o assunto do texto no ato. E assim, fica mais
simples de continuar a leitura.

Contextual References

E normal existirem no texto elementos de referéncia que sdo usados para evitar repeticdes e
para ligar as sentencas, tornando a leitura mais compreensivel e ja explicado no decorrer das aulas.

Esses elementos aparecem em muitas situagGes:
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Como pronomes pessoais: he, she, it, they (ao invés de colocar o nome de uma pessoa, uma
mulher, um homem, dois amigos, personagens diversos etc)

Pronomes demonstrativos: this, that, those, por exemplo, para remeter a algo ja falado
anteriormente ou mostrar algo que esta no inicio do pardgrafo, no outro paragrafo etc.

Além de pronomes, podem ser outros topicos gramaticais e, por isso, € bom seguir alguns
passos, que sao, com certeza, um grande auxilio na leitura:

Vocé pode fazer anotagdes no seu texto, sublinhando, usando marca textos, post its,
marcadores online etc.

Assim, vocé aprenderd a separar os pontos chaves durante uma leitura em Inglés.
Mais dicas:

* sublinhe as palavras semelhantes ao Portugués (cognatos);
* as que se repetem e as palavras que vocé conhece;

* as palavras desconhecidas;

* tente inferir o significado do contexto imediato

* tente inferir o significado do contexto mediato (oragdo ou periodo anterior e/ou posterior,

paragrafo anterior e/ou posterior).

* prestar muita atengdo no titulo. As vezes, deixa-se de ler titulo para ir direto ao texto, mas isso
ndao é uma boa ideia. Ler o titulo facilita para entender a mensagem central do texto.

* explorar todas as fotos e elementos graficos do texto, pois a linguagem visual pode te ajudar a
compreender o texto como um todo. Por isso, explore as imagens e aproveite todos os dados que
as figuras te trazem.

* analisar a legenda, que, muitas vezes, proporciona vocé a achar o ano da foto, o site que ela foi

tirada, de que pais veio, entre outras in formacdes pertinentes.

Agora, vejamos outros facilitadores, na hora de “ler” imagens.
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Reading images

Além de saber usar as técnicas e as outras varias dicas de como ler mais rdpido e de forma
eficiente, vocé precisa saber ler as imagens que aparecem na sua prova.
E, como assim, “ler imagens”? E saber observar as expressdes faciais, os movimentos de

personagens, é saber verificar os vocdbulos ao redor da figura, é estar atento a pequenos detalhes
de roupas, acessorios, lugares e tudo mais que possa indicar caracteristicas do que se trata a

imagem, principalmente aquelas imagens vinculadas a textos.
Assim, vocé pode comegar a ler sabendo, muitas vezes, o assunto ali representado.

Um bom exemplo de procedimento que ajuda a iniciar a compreensdo do texto com imagens
é buscar as respostas dentro da imagem, dos quadrinhos, tirinhas ou qualquer que seja a
representacao daquelas imagens.

Lembra dessa questdo ITA de 2014, que resolvemos em outra aula? Por ser “quadrinhos”, sao
tipicas de estar presentes questdes assim em qualquer prova, veja:

As opcoes de resposta giram em torno da descoberta se sao dois, trés ou apenas um aluno
ou professor(es). Conforme destaquei para vocé, hd, na imagem, o indicativo da porta da sala dos
professores (Teachers Lounge) e, quem esta dentro da sala dos professores sao, de fato, professores,
eliminando as opgdes A e B, pois, se fossem alunos, possivelmente estariam com cadernos, mochila,
algo que indicasse que sao alunos mas estdao conversando (inclusive sobre alunos).

Depois, o passo seguinte é fazer a leitura de identificacdo conforme estudamos: escanear e
procurar informagdes. Assim, descobrimos que, ao responder “Amem” e “thank you” quando duas
pessoas estdo falando de professor de matematica, € uma forma irbnica do professor mostrar que

ele percebeu que estdo falando dele (a) e, agradeceu porque valoriza sua disciplina —a Matematica.

Assim, confirma-se a alternativa C como melhor resposta — pelo menos um professor de
Matematica.

Essa outra questao, também mostra que fica mais simples de ser resolvida quando se observa
a imagem, o que esta acontecendo e a expressao facial do personagem:

Prison without guards or weapons in Brazil

Tatiane Correia de Lima is a 26-year-old mother of two who is serving a 12-year sentence in Brazil.
The South American country has the world’s fourth largest prison population and its jails regularly come
under the spotlight for their poor conditions, with chronic overcrowding and gang violence provoking
deadly riots.

Lima had just been moved from a prison in the mainstream penitential system to a facility run

(1) the Association for the Protection and Assistance to Convicts (APAC) in the town of Itadna, in
Minas Gerais state. Unlike in the mainstrearmn system, "which steals your fernininity”, as Lima puts it, at the
APAC jail she is allowed to wear her own clothes and have a mirror, make-up and hair dye.

I've known a lot of athletes who qualified for the
Olympic Games injuries. But | know of only one
who qualified because of an injury.

Cliff Meidl's story captures the spirt of the Olympics.

In Movember 1988, Cliff, a 20-ysar-old plumber's
apprentice, hit three buriaed high-voltage slectrical cables
with & jackhammer. An estimated 30,000 volts surged
through his body, exploding bone and cartilage from the
inside all the way up to his head. To put that into
perspective, electric chairs use only 1500-2000 volts for
axecutions, So U's safe to say that Cliff should have died.

And he peary did. His heart stopped. Paramedics
were able 1o get it golng again, but they had (o resuscitats
him on the way to the hospital,

As part of a team with renowned plastic surgeon
Malcolm Lesavoy, MD, and ofhers, | got fo work
reconstructing Cliff's legs. Our best hope was to aveid
amputation.

But very quickly, we noticed something else going on -
something that had nothing fo do with our expertise.
Through every step of his painful rehabilitation, CIiff grew
more and mone determined. He never complained. He just
asked, "What's next?

Before he had even finishad the rehabilitation, CIliff
started paddling various watercrafts. The days spent on
crutches had already strengthened his upper body, and he
took naturally to the sport. The same year in which he was
injured, he began competing in canoe and kayak svents,
and in 1995 he gualified for the Olympies - not the
Paralympic Games, the Olympic Games.

Four years later, in Sydney, Australia, | was
overseeing the sports medicine team at the Clympic
soccer toumnameant. | was sitling in the stands during the
opening ceremonies when Clff walked inte the Olympic
Stadium carrying the Stars and Stripes.

Adversity is the engine of unimagined opportunity. It
can unieash our energy and stimulate our will.

Prison without guards or weapons in Brazil

Tatiane Correia de Lima is a 26-year-old mother of two who is serving a 12-year sentence in Brazil.
The South American country has the world’s fourth largest prison population and its jails regularly come
under the spotlight for their poor conditions, with chronic overcrowding and gang violence provoking
deadly riots.

Lima had just been moved from a prison in the mainstream penitential system to a facility run

(1) the Association for the Protection and Assistance to Convicts (APAC) in the town of Itadna, in
Minas Gerais state. Unlike in the mainstrearm system, "which steals your fermnininity”, as Lima puts it, at the
APAC jail she is allowed to wear her own clothes and have a mirror, make-up and hair dye. But the
difference between the regimes is far more than skin-deep.

The APAC system has been gaining growing recognition as a safer, cheaper and more humane answer
to the country’s prison crisis. All APAC prisoners must have passed through the mainstream system and
must show remorse and be willing to follow the strict regime of work and study which is part of the
system's philosophy. There are no guards or weapons and visitors are greeted by an inmate who unlocks
the main door to the small women’s jail.

Inmates are known as recuperandos (recovering people), reflecting the APAC focus (2)
restorative justice and rehabilitation. They must study and work, sometimes in collaboration with the local
community. If they do not - or if they try to abscond - they risk being returned to the mainstream system.
There have been physical fights but never a murder at an APAC jail.

FOOD SHORTAGE CAUSES, EFFECTS AND SOLUTIONS
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Food shortage is a serious problem facing the
world and Iz prevalent in sub-Saharan Africa. The
scarcity of food Iz caused by economic, environmental
and social factors such as crop failure, overpopulation
and poor govemnment policies are the main cause of food
scarcity in most counfries. Environmental factors
determine the kind of crops to be produced in a given
place. economic factors determine the buying and
production capacity and socio-political factors determine
disftribution of food to the masses. Food shorlage has far
reaching long and short term negative impacts which
include starvation, malnutriion, increased morality and
political unrest’. There is need to collectively address the
issue of food insecurity using both emergency and long
teIm Measures.

Causes of food shortages

There are a number of social faclors causing
food shorlages. The rate of population increase is higher
than increase in food production. The world Is consuming
maore than it is producing, leading to decline In food stock
and siorage level and increased food prices due to
soaring® demand. Increased population has led to
clearing of agricultural land for human settlement
reducing agricultural production  (Kamdor, 2007).
Overcrowding of population in a given place results in
urbanization of previously rich agricultural fields.
Destruction of forests for human settliement, paricularty
tropical rain forest has led to climatic changes, such as
prolonged droughts and desedification. Population
increase means more pollution as people use more fuel
in cars, industry, domestic cooking. The resultant effect
Is Increased air and water pollution which affect the
climate and food production.

Ernvironmental factors have greatly contributed
to food shorage. Climatic change has reduced
agricultural production. The change in climate Is majorly
caused by human activities and to some small extent
natural aciivities. Increased combustion of fossil fuels
due to increasing population throwgh power plant, motor
transport and mining of coal and cil emits green house
gases which hawve conlinued to affect worlkd climate.
Deforestation of tropical forest due to human pressure
has changed climatic patterns and rainfall seasons, and
led to deserification which cannot support a crop
production. Land degradation due to increased human
activities has Impacted negatively on agrcultural
production (Kamdor, 2007). Matural dizasters such as
floods, tropical storms and prolonged droughts are on the
increase and have devastaling impacts on food security
particularly in developing counfries. There are several
economic factors that contribute to food shorlage.
Economic factors affect the ability of farmers to engage
in agricultural production. Poverty situation In developing
naticns have reduced their capacity to produce food, as
most farmers cannot afford seed and fertilizers. They use
poor farming methods that cannot yield® enough. even
substantial use. Investments in agriculiural research and
developing are very low in developing nations. Recent
global financial crigls have led to increase in food prices
and reduced investments in agriculture by individuals
and govemnments in developed nations resulting in
reduced food production.

Effects of food shortage

There are a number of short term effects of food
shortage. The impact on children, mothers and elderly
are wvery evident as seen in malnutrition and hunger
related deaths. Children succumb to hunger within short
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assistance.

There are also long term effects of food
shortage. These include increase in the price of food as
a result demand and supply forces. Increasing cost of
food production due to the increase in fuel prices coupled
with persistent drought in grain producing regions has
contributed to the increase in the price of food in the
woarld. Increase in oll price led o increase in the price of
fertilizers, transportation of food and also industrial
agriculiure. Increasing food prices culminated in political
Instability and social unrest in several nations across the
globe in 2007, in countries of Mexico, Cameroon, Brazil,
Burkina Faso, Pakistan, Egypt and Bangladesh among
cther nations (Kamdor, 2007).

Solution to problem of food shortage

There are some solutions to the problem of food
shortage. There is need to reduce production of carbon
emissions and pollution to reduce the resultant climatic
change through concerted and individual efforts. There
Is need to invest in clean energy such as solar, nuclear,
and geothermal power in homes and industries, because
they don't have adverse effects on the emvironment
(Kamdor, 2007). Rich nations should help poor nations o
develop and use clean and renewable energy in order o
stabilize green house emissions into the atmosphere
(Waison, nd). Government need o work in consuliation
with climatic bodies, World Bank and the UN to engage
In projects aimed at promoting green environment.

Conclusion

Causes of food shortage are well known and
can be solved if appropriate measures to solve the
problemn  are  taken and effectively implemented.
Environmental causes of food shortages are changes in
climatic and pollution due to human activities such
overgrazing® and deforestation which can be confrolled
through legislation.

Existem varios fatores sociais que causam escassez de alimentos. A taxa de aumento
populacional é maior do que o aumento na producao de alimentos. O mundo esta
consumindo mais do que produz, levando ao declinio no estoque de alimentos
armazenamento e aumento dos precos dos alimentos.

O aumento da populacao levou ao desmatamento de terras agricolas para
assentamentos humanos reducao da producao agricola (Kamdor, 2007).

A superlotacao da populacdo em um determinado local resulta em urbanizacao de
campos agricolas anteriormente ricos.

Destruicao de florestas para assentamentos humanos, particularmente

floresta tropical tropical levou a mudancgas climaticas, como secas prolongadas e
desertificacao. Populagao aumento significa mais poluicdo, pois as pessoas consomem
mais combustivel em carros, industria, cozinha doméstica. O efeito resultante

aumenta a poluicdo do ar e da 4gua, o que afeta a clima e producdo de alimentos.

Fatores ambientais contribuiram muito a escassez de alimentos. A mudanca climatica
reduziu a producdo agricola. A mudancga no clima é majoritariamente causados por
atividades humanas e, em certa medida, atividades naturais. Maior combustdo de
combustiveis fdsseis devido ao aumento da populacao através de usinas, motores

transporte e mineracdo de carvao e petréleo emite estufa gases que continuaram
afetando o clima mundial.

Desmatamento de florestas tropicais devido a pressao humana mudou os padrdes
climaticos e as estacdes das chuvas, e levou a desertificacdo que ndo pode suportaruma
colheita
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Producgao. Degradacao da terra devido ao aumento da populagao humana atividades
impactou negativamente a agricultura producao (Kamdor, 2007). Desastres naturais
como inundag0des, tempestades tropicais e secas prolongadas estdao aumentar e ter
impactos devastadores na seguranca alimentar particularmente nos paises em
desenvolvimento. Existem varios fatores econbmicos que contribuem para a escassez
de alimentos.

Fatores econdmicos afetam a capacidade dos agricultores de se envolverem na
producao agricola. Had também efeitos a longo prazo dos alimentos escassez. Isso inclui
aumento no prec¢o dos alimentos

Como resultado, procura e forgas de fornecimento. Aumento do custo de producao de
alimentos devido ao aumento dos precos dos combustiveis com seca persistente nas
regidoes produtoras de graos contribuiu para o aumento do pre¢o dos alimentos no
mundo. O aumento do preco do petrdleo levou ao aumento do preco de

fertilizantes, transporte de alimentos e também industrial agricultura. O aumento dos
precos dos alimentos culminou em instabilidade e agitacdao social em varias nagdes do
mundo em 2007, nos paises do México, Camardes, Brasil, Burkina Faso, Paquistao, Egito
e Bangladesh entre outras na¢des (Kamdor, 2007).

Solucdo para problema de escassez de alimentos

z

Existem algumas solucdes para o problema da alimentacdao escassez. E necessario
reduzir a producdo de carbono emissdes e poluicdo para reduzir as consequéncias
climaticas mudar através de esforcos concertados e individuais. La é necessario investir
em energia limpa, como energia solar, nuclear, energia geotérmica em residéncias e
industrias, porque eles ndo tém efeitos adversos no meio ambiente (Kamdor, 2007).

As nacgdes ricas devem ajudar as nagdes pobres a desenvolver e usar energia limpa e
renovavel, a fim de estabilizar as emissdes de efeito estufa na atmosfera (Watson, sd).
O governo precisa trabalhar em consulta com érgaos climaticos, o Banco Mundial e as
Nacdes Unidas em projetos que visam promover o meio ambiente verde.

Conclusao

As causas da escassez de alimentos sao bem conhecidas e pode ser resolvido se medidas
apropriadas pararesolver o problema é levado e efetivamente implementado.

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STARSHOT PROJECT: STEPHEN HAWKING AND MARK ZUCKERBERG LAUNCH
MOST AMBITIOUS ALIEN-FINDING PROJECT EVER

Tiny rockets are going to be sent into space to study the far universe in the most ambitious space exploration
project in history.

Scientists including Stephen Hawking and backers such as internet investor Yuri Milner and Mark Zuckerberg
will send “nano craft” deep into space to explore the most remote regions that humans have ever seen, by far.
The hugely ambitious project could reveal deep secrets of the universe and will allow people to photograph
one of the most likely places to hold life on other worlds.

Professor Hawking said at the event: "What makes us unique is transcending our limits. Gravity pins us to the
ground, but | just flew to America.

"How do we transcend these limits? With our minds and our machines.

“The limit that confronts us now is the great void between us and the stars. But now we can franscend it, with
light beams, light sails, and the lightest spacecraft ever built. Today we commit to this next great leap into the
cosmos, because we are human and our nature is to fly."

The Starshet Project hopes to get the tiny robots out to the Alpha Centauri star system, 25 trillion miles away.
Getting there through normal means would take 30,000 years - but the new project hopes that using the tiny
rockets will allow them to get there in just 20.

Scientists think that the Alpha Centauri system might well have an Earth-like planet that could be found in its
"habitable zones™. The craft will be able to take pictures of those — a potential way that they might find life on
other worlds.

The crafts will be “gram-scale nano craft’, according to Yuri Milner, which will make their way through space
using a “sail pushed by a light beam”. Their design will allow them to fly at 25 per cent of light speed.

Those craft will be able to send back images of pessible planets and other scientific data, according to the
scientists behind it.

“The human story is one of great leaps,” Dr Milner said. “Today we are preparing for the next great leap - to
the stars.

"Can we literally reach the stars, and can we do it in our lifetime?”

The tiny rockets are made up of computers that can be mounted to a tiny "wafer”. Shrinking computer
components mean that all of the necessary parts — cameras, thrusters, power supply and navigation
equipment - can all be mounted on a tiny plate that will be a fully functional space probe.

THE World Cup is still two weeks away, but for children worldwide (plus disturbing numbers of adults)
the race to complete the Brazil 2014 sticker book started long ago. Panini, an ltalian firm, has produced
sticker albums for World Cups since Mexico 1870; this year's version has 640 stickers to collect. Collecting
them is no idle pursuit, however. Getting every slot filled delivers an early lesson in probability, the value of
statistical tests and the importance of liquidity.

When you start an album, your first sticker (in Britain, they come in packs of five) has a 640/640
probability of being needed. As the spaces get filled, the odds of opening a pack and finding a sticker you
want fall. According to Sylvain Sardy and Yvan Velenik, two mathematicians at the University of Geneva, the

Como os espagos sdo preenchidos, as chances de abrir um pacote
e encontrar um adesivo que vocé quer cair. De acordo com Sylvain Sardy e Yvan Velenik, dois matematicos da
Universidade de Genebra, o nimero de pacotes de adesivos que vocé teria que comprar em média encher o dlbum
comprando mecanicamente pacote apds pacote 899. Isso pressupbe que ndo haja choque de oferta no mercado
(oroubo de centenas de milhares de adesivos no Brasil em abril deixou muitos temem que Panini fique sem cartas).

Ele também assume que o mercado ndo esta sendo manipulado. Panini diz que cada adesivo seja impresso nos
mesmos volumes e aleatoriamente distribuido. Em um artigo de 2010, os senhores Sardy e Velenik desempenhou
o papel de “regulador”, verificando a distribuicdo de adesivos para um album de 660 adesivos vendidos na Suica
durante o ano Copa do Mundo. Da amostra de 6.000 adesivos, eles esperavam ver cada adesivo 9,09 vezes em
média (6.000/ 660), o que foi amplamente confirmado na pratica.

Mesmo em um mercado justo, é ineficiente comprar embalagens infinitas como individuo (para ndo mencionar
muito caro para os pais). A resposta é criar um mercado para os colecionadores trocarem seus indesejados
adesivos. O playground é uma versdo deste mercado, onde uma crianga que um cartdo premiado por muitos de
repente entende o poder de oferta limitada. Feiras de adesivos sdo outra. Como em qualquer mercado, a liquidez
conta. Quanto mais pessoas puderem ser atraidas para o mercado com seus cartGes duplicados, melhores as
chances de encontrar o adesivo que vocé deseja. Sardy e Velenik consideram que um grupo de dez astutos
trocadores de adesivos precisariam de meros 1.435 pacotes entre eles para completar todos os dezalbuns, se eles
tirarem vantagem do pratica de vender os 50 adesivos faltantes finais por encomenda. Internet féruns, onde um
nimero potencialmente ilimitado de pessoas pode trocar adesivos, faga esse nimero cair ainda mais. A ideia de
um totalmente mercado eficiente deve desanimar a Panini, que venderd menos pacotes como resultado. Mas,
como em todos os mercados, o comportamento ndo é estritamente racional. Apesar das suplicas, o filho do seu
correspondente estd preparado rasgar a maioria de seus adesivos para se apossar de Lionel Messi.

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The History of the Maori

The arrival of the Maori people to Mew Zealand is deemed as somewhat of a mystery. It is
estimated that the first Polynesians arrived over 1000 years ago, possibly around 800 AD or even
earlier. Linguistic and cultural evidence suggests that the Maori travelled originally from the Cook
Islands - an enormous feat at that time considering the prevailing winds make sailing in a southeast
direction extremely difficult. It is because of this that the first navigators probably came here by
design, looking for land whose presence may have been indicated by migratory birds, still flying
these paths today. It is unknown if these first explorers actually settled here, or if in fact they
returned to the Rarotongan Islands to herald the migration.

By the end of the fourteenth century, settlement was established throughout the country, most
being in the warmer climes of the north, being closer to that of their origins. Being Neolithic, devoid
of hides and textiles, they clothed themselves in cloaks constructed with woven flax and adorned
with dog fur or feathers provided by many native birds including kiwi and moa. The northern
conditions were favorable for many of the subftropical food plants they brought with them, in
particular the sweet potato, or Kumara. The Maori people also lived off the abundant produce
provided by native birds and the sea. In the south the bird life was hunted to extinction, the most
famous of which being the Moa, the spectacular flightless bird that could reach up to 3.7m in
height.

A chegada do povo maori a Nova Zelandia é considerada um mistério. Estima-se que os
primeiros polinésios chegaram mais de 1000 anos atras, possivelmente por volta de 800 DC
ou até mais cedo. Evidéncias linguisticas e culturais sugerem que os maoris viajaram
originalmente das Ilhas Cook - um feito enorme na época, considerando que os ventos
predominantes dificultam a navegacdo na direcdo sudeste. E por isso que os primeiros
navegadores provavelmente vieram aqui por design, procurando por terras cuja presenga
pode ter sido indicada por aves migratdrias, ainda hoje percorrendo esses caminhos. Nao se
sabe se esses primeiros exploradores realmente se estabeleceram aqui, ou se, de fato,
retornaram as Ilhas Rarotongan para anunciar a migragao.

No final do século XIV, os assentamentos foram estabelecidos em todo o pais, a maioria
estando nos climas mais quentes do norte, estando mais préximos dos de suas origens. Por
serem neoliticos, desprovidos de couros e tecidos, eles se vestiram com mantos construidos
com linho e adornados com peles de cachorro ou penas fornecidas por muitas aves nativas,
incluindo kiwi e moa. As condi¢cdes do norte eram favordveis para muitas das plantas
alimentares subtropicais que eles trouxeram com elas, em particular a batata-doce, ou
Kumara. O povo maori também vivia da abundante producdo fornecida por pdssaros nativos
e pelo mar. No sul, a vida das aves foi cagada até a extingdo, sendo a mais famosa a Moa, a
espetacular ave que ndo voa e que pode atingir 3,7 m de altura.
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
