Some pre-installed apps
can be removed by an ordinary uninstall process, thus leaving more
storage space for desired ones. Where the software does not allow
this, some devices can be rooted to eliminate the undesired apps.

Native mobile apps often stand in contrast to software
applications that run on desktop computers, and with web applications
which run in mobile web browsers rather than directly on the mobile
