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l. Adverbs
Advérbios séo palavras que modificam o sentido de verbos, adjetivos e até de outros adver-
bios.
Ex.: They solved the problem sagely.

Reparem que adjetivos nos falam de um nome (alguém ou alguma coisa) e os usamos an-
tes de substantivos:

Ex.: He bought a slow car.

Ex.: I's an easy work.

Advérbios nos contam sobre um verbo (como alguém faz algo ou como algo acontece).
Ex.: Camila said that he ran slowly because he hurt his leg.
EXx.: It can be solved easily.

Podemos usar advérbios com adjetivos e outros advérbios.
Ex.: The surgery was really slow. (adv + adj)
Ex.: They studied hard probably. (adv + adv)

Formacao dos advérbios

A) adjetivos terminados em —Y perdem essa letra e recebem —ILY:
Easy — easily

Heavy - heavily

Happy — happily

Ex.: 'm happy today.

Ex.: He works happily.

B) adjetivos que terminam em —LE perdem essa silaba e recebem —LY:
Horrible — horribly

Probable — probably

Terrible — terribly

Simple — simply

Ex.: It's a horrible story.

Ex.: The fire destroyed the house horribly.
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Excecodes:
True — truly
Due — duly

C) Adjetivos terminados com —IC acrescentam —ALLY:
Tragic — tragically

Automatic — automatically

Romantic —romantically

Specific — specifically

Ex.: | don’t like romantic books.

EX.: They met each other romantically.

D) Adjetivos que terminam em —LY néo precisam acrescentar nada:
Early / Daily

Ex.: “My daily life is so boring” the girl told his father.

Ex.: Daily, | have to take bus.

Alguns advérbios podem ter tanto a forma de adjetivos como de adveérbios, sem mudar seu
significado.

Ex.: Don’t speak so loud / Don’t speak so loudly.

Ex.: He did it so quick / He did it so quickly.

Ex.: | found the way to here very easy / | found the way to here very easily.

Alguns advérbios sao iguais as suas formas de adjetivos.
Hard / fast / late

Ex.: This is a hard work to do alone. (adjetivo)

Ex.: We have to work hard to do this. (advérbio)

Ex.: John has such a fast thinking. (adjetivo)

Ex.: John'’s thinking is very fast. (advérbio)

EX.: You are late again. (adjetivo)

Ex.: The meeting began late. (advérbio)

Alguns deles (hardly / lately) admitem a forma com —LY, entretanto seus significados mu-
dam.

Ex.: He can hardly see the sunlight. He has a serious problem. (mal pode, quase nao)

Ex.: Have you seen John lately? (ultimamente, recentemente)

Obs.: Hardly ever significa raramente, quase nunca.
Ex.: | hardly ever see her.

Atencao! O advérbio de good é well.
Ex.: Josh is a good friend.
Ex.: Josh writes well. | think he should write a book.

Usamos well com past participles para formar novos substantivos.
Well-dressed / well-known / well-educated / well-paid
Ex.: She is always well-dressed.

Entretanto well também pode ser um adjetivo no sentido “em bom estado / em boa saude”.
Ex.: “How are you today?” “I'm very well, thanks.”
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Atencao! Precisamos prestar atencdo que nem todas as palavras terminadas em —LY séo
advérbios:

Adjetivos: silly, lovely, friendly, lonely, elderly.

Substantivos: rally, folly.

Atencao! Quando usamos verbos de ligagdo, a palavra que os acompanha é um adjetivo, e
nao um advérbio. Verbos de ligacdo sdo aqueles que néo indicam acao, por iSso usamos
um adjetivo, pois este ira modificar um nome (pronome ou substantivo), e ndo o verbo.
Verbos de ligacéo: feel, taste, smell, be, seem, appear, become, stay, etc.

Ex.: It really tastes good.

Ex.: Carla seemed good after her surgery.

Posicao do advérbio

Podemos ter trés posicdes do advérbio em uma oracgdo. Ele pode vir antes do sujeito, entre
0 sujeito e o verbo ou depois do primeiro auxiliar e no final da oracéo. E importante destacar
que nao se pode colocar o advérbio entre o verbo e o objeto.

A) antes do suijeito:

Ex.: “Yesterday all my troubles seemed so far away”. The Beatles

Ex.: “Suddenly | see this is what | wanna be” KT Tunstall

B) entre o sujeito e o verbo ou depois do primeiro auxiliar:
Ex.: He carefully entered the house and stole everything.
Ex.: | have never felt this before.

C) no final da oracéo:
Ex.: I will be waiting for you tomorrow.
Ex.: If you want to win so badly, you have to run fast.

Quando h& mais de um advérbio, a ordem para coloca-los é: primeiro o advérbio de modo,
depois de lugar e por ultimo de tempo.

Ex.: In the accident she was thrown violently forwards.

Ex.: We arrived here on Saturday.

Advérbios de lugar, frequéncia definida e tempo definido sdo mais comuns no final da ora-
céo.

EX.: They live upstairs.

Ex.: She goes weekly.

Ex.: Eva had a baby in May.

Classificacdo dos advérbios:

1) Advérbios de modo:

Fast / slowly / sagely / quietly / gracefully / brilliantly / loudly / stupidly / just

Eles no dizem de que forma algo aconteceu. Esses advérbios podem ser colocados em
uma das trés posi¢cdes mostradas anteriormente.

O Just pode ser um adverbio de modo quando significa exatamente ou somente e um ad-
vérbio de tempo quando significa recentemente ou neste exato momento. Como advérbio
de modo ele é colocado depois do verbo to be.

2) Advérbios de frequéncia:

Como o nome diz, eles falam a frequéncia com que algo ocorre. Por exemplo, daily, weekly,
monthly e yearly.
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Didaticamente, montamos uma tabela com adveérbios em grau de frequéncia. O sentido da
seta para baixo diminui a frequéncia.

Os advérbios de frequéncia com sentidos negativos podem ir para o inicio da oracdo. Entre-
tanto, quando isso ocorre h&d uma inversdo entre o sujeito e o verbo.
Ex.: He little realizes what problems he creates for others.
Ex.: Little does he realize what problems he creates for others.

Ex.: | have never used this book before.
Ex.: Never have | used this book before.

3) Advérbios de tempo:

Indicam em gque tempo algo aconteceu, ou seja, quando aconteceu.

Today / yesterday / tomorrow / soon / eventually / finally / forever / next month / in December
/ now / then / still / yet / afterwards / before/ after / in the morning / at night / just

O just como advérbio de tempo pode ser colocado antes do verbo principal e antes do verbo
auxiliar.

4) Advérbios de lugar

Indicam o local onde determinada coisa aconteceu.

Inside / outside / above / over / down / away / here / there / in USA / near / far / around / at
home / from the inside / by here

5) Advérbios de intensidade:
Reforcam a ideia dos adjetivos, verbos ou outros advérbios.
Enough / too / so / such / quite / pretty / rather / fairly / very / very much / completely / kind of

6) Adveérbios de duvida ou certeza
Indicam o nivel de certeza de algo que aconteceu.
Maybe / perhaps / possibly / probably / certainly / perchance

7) Advérbios de ponto de vista.

Esses advérbios se diferem dos advérbios de modo pois expressam o ponto de vista do lo-
cutor, ou seja, da pessoa que fala. Enquanto o advérbio de modo expressa a forma como
um determinado evento estava ocorrendo.
