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|. Perfect Tenses
Para usarmos os tempos perfeitos é necessario ter conhecimento do verbo auxiliar "have" e
das formas do participio passado dos verbos principais da oracao a ser desenvolvida. Pres-
tem atencdo para o fato de quando escrever frases com 32 pessoa usar 0 "has" e quando
escrever frases no passado usar o "had".

1) Present Perfect

Escrever uma oracao no "present perfect” € muito facil. Basta usar Have / Has + verbo no
participio passado

Forma afirmativa:

Ex.: | have done (I've) all my work.

Ex.: She has (She's) studied all day long.

Forma negativa:
Ex.: | have not (haven't) done all my work.
Ex.: She has not (hasn't) studied all day long.

Forma interrogativa:
Ex.: Have you done all your work?
Ex.: Has she studied all day long?

Usamos o "present perfect” em alguns casos.

1.1) Um dos casos é quando falamos de ac¢des que aconteceram no passado, mas nao tém
um tempo definido. Neste caso a acdo € mais importante do que quando ela aconteceu. Di-
ferentemente do "simple past" que usa um tempo definido e enfatiza quando a agéo ocor-
reu. Ou seja, "present perfect" ndo usa tempo definido e enfatiza a acdo; "simple past" usa
tempo definido e enfatiza quando ela aconteceu.

Ex.: | have fixed my PC.

Ex.: | fixed my PC yesterday.

Obs.: O tempo definido de que se fala ndo precisa ser necessariamente uma data, mas um
momento que figue marcado quando a acao foi feita.

Ex.: My band played at Jennifer's birthday.

Ex.: We were happy when we were younger.

Obs.: "Last year" e "in the last year" tém significados diferentes, assim como "last month" e
"in the last month" e assim por diante. Quando usamos s6 o "last" se passa a ideia de um
tempo definido, portanto se usa o "simple past". J& quando usamos o "in" se deve usar o
"present perfect", pois a ideia passada é de algo que vem acontecendo até o momento.

Ex.: He took his sister to her job last week.

Ex.: He has taken his sister to her job in the last week.

1.2) Usamos o "present perfect" também para falar de uma acdo que comegou no passado
e ainda continua até o momento da fala ou acbes compreendidas dentro de um determina-
do periodo que ainda podem se repetir.

Ex.: My brother has sung since his teacher said that he had a beautiful voice.

Ex.: I've written a lot of letters this week.

Obs.: Repare que a frase acima é diferente de "l wrote a lot of letters last week". Na primei-
ra, a semana ainda ndo acabou, entdo o ato de escrever pode continuar acontecendo até o
final da semana ou até depois dela. Na segunda, semana passada ja acabou, entéo é im-
possivel incluir mais cartas escritas dentro daquele periodo.
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1.3) Quando falamos de acdes repetidas usamos o "present perfect".
Ex.: He's concluded that game three times.
Ex.: The politicians have stolen the people again and again and again.

Algumas palavras podem ajudar (e muito!) na hora de fazer questdes com tempos perfeitos.
E muito importante que saibamos olhar cada palavra da frase com atencdo e identificar
aguelas que sdo a saida para a questao, facilitando nosso trabalho ao resolvé-la. Essas pa-
lavras indicam qual tempo verbal deve ser usado na questdo ou no minimo descartar algu-
mas alternativas.

A) "Since" (desde) € usado antes de datas e marcos temporais especificos e "For" (por, ha)
antes de periodos.

Ex.: I've lived in Canada since 2001.

Ex.: She's driven for 10 hours.

B) "Lately" (ultimamente) e "Recently” (recentemente) usados normalmente no final da fra-
se.

Ex.: They've studied hard lately.

Ex.: I've met Jane recently.

C) "Already"” (j&) é usado em afirmativas e interrogativas, mas ndo pode ser usado na nega-
tiva; "Ever" (ja, alguma vez) é usado em interrogativas.

Ex.: Have you already done what John asked you?

Yes, I've already done what he asked me.

Ex.: "I wanna know. Have you ever seen the rain?"

D) "Never" (nunca) € usado em afirmativas e pode aparecer em interrogativas. Quando o
"never" vier na frase, o verbo deve estar na afirmativa, pois ndo € possivel dupla negacéo.
Ex.: I've never felt this way before.

E) "Just” significa "apenas". Entretanto quando usado nos tempos perfeitos ndo assume es-
se significado e passa a ideia de algo que acabou de acontecer.
Ex.: They've just bought that car.

F) "Yet" pode ser usado em interrogativas e negativas. Quando usado em interrogativas
significa (j&) e em negativas significa (ainda).

Ex.: Have they said something about the house yet?

No, they haven't said anything about the house yet.

2) Present Perfect Continuous

Para escrever este tempo é preciso usar have / has + been + verbo no gerindio. Usamos o
"present perfect continuous" quando queremos enfatizar ou falar de uma agéo que comecgou
no passado, ainda esta acontecendo até o presente momento e pode continuar acontecen-
do.

Ex.: I've been working a lot for 15 years.

Ex.: She hasn't been traveling for two days. She's been traveling since last week.

3) Past Perfect

A estrutura para se escrever o "past perfect” € had + verbo no participio passado. Usamos
este tempo verbal quando queremos falar de uma acao que aconteceu antes de outra. Ou
seja, numa frase que tenha duas acdes, a acao que aconteceu primeiro deve estar no "past
perfect" e a que aconteceu posteriormente vem no "simple past".
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Ex.: When | arrived at the train station, the train had already gone.
Ex.: He had taken his mother's car, before asking if he could.

Algumas palavras sao normalmente usadas com este tempo verbal, como "until", "before",

"after", "when"...

4) Past Perfect Continuous

A estrutura deste tempo € had + been + verbo no gerundio. Usamos este tempo verbal para
falar de uma acdo que comecou em um dado instante no passado, teve certa duracdo e
terminou em outro instante também do passado. Preste aten¢cdo que no momento em que
se fala a acao ja foi finalizada.

Ex.: They had been using all their parents' money until the moment they discovered.

5) Future Perfect

Para usar esta estrutura devemos escrever will have + verbo no participio passado. Usamos
este tempo verbal quando queremos falar de uma a¢éo que estard completa no futuro antes
de outra. Ou seja, a primeira acao tera se tornado passado.

Ex.: I will have bought my car before the end of the year.

Ex.: By this time next year, he will have gotten his swimming pool.

6) Future Perfect Continuous

A estrutura deste tempo é will have + been + verbo no gerandio. Usamos este tempo verbal
para mostrar que algo que vai continuar até um determinado acontecimento no futuro.

Ex.: I will have been living in New York until | finish my graduation.
