2. GRAU COMPARATIVO

O “Comparative of Inferiority” demonstra claramente que um elemento
estd em posicdo de inferiorioridade em relagdo a outro e é
representado pela estrutura:

EXAMPLES
1. History is less complicated than physics.
2, Buses are less comfortable than planes.

6. COMPARATIVO OF SUPERIORIDADE

O “Comparative Degree” deve ser utilizado quando desejamos
comparar dois (e somente dois) elementos com base em alguma
caracteristica que eles possuam em comum. Este grau se subdivide

em:

3. COMPARATIVO DE IGUALDADE
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O “Comparative of Superiority” demonstra claramente que um
elemento esta em posicao de superioridade em relagao a outro e é
representado pelas estruturas:

{short adjective} + ER + THAN ‘

‘ MORE + {long adjective} + THAN ‘

EXAMPLES
1. Leopards are faster than lions.
2. Brazil is more developed than Chile.

7. GRAU SUPERLATIVO

O “Comparative of Equality’ estabelece uma relagéo de igualdade
entre dois elementos e é representado pela estrutura:

1. My best friend is as tall as his father.
2. Viruses are as dangerous as bacteria.

4. COMPARATIVO DE DESIGUALDADE

O “Superiative Degree” deve ser utilizado quando desejamos comparar
um elemento com o grupo (ou o-todo) no qual ele esta inserido. Este
grau se subdivide em:

SUPERLATIVE OF SUPERIORITY
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8. SUPERLATIVO DE INFERIORIDADE

O “Comparative of Inequality’ estabelece uma relagdo de
desigualdade entre dois elementos e é representado pelas
estruturas:

‘ NOT + AS + {adjective} + AS ‘

‘ NOT + SO + {adjective} + AS ‘

O “Superfative of Inferiority” demonstra claramente que o elemento
comparado é inferior a todos os outros e é representado pela

1. This is the least expensive computer in the store.
2. English is the least difficult language of all.
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9. SUPERLATIVO DE SUPERIORIDADE

O “Superlative of Superiority” demonstra claramente que um elemento
estd em posicdo de superioridade em relagdo a todos os outros
elementos do grupo e é representado pelas estruturas:

‘ THE + {short adjective} + EST w

THE + MOST + {long adjective} ‘

EXAMPLES

1. Brazil is the richest country in South America.
2. Dolphins are the most intelligent animals in the world.

10, REGRAS ORTOGRAFICAS

ESTRUTURAS
