(Caso Possessivo) 
 

TEORIA 

1. INTRODUÇÃO 

Existem, na língua inglesa, duas formas de expressar uma relação 
de posse. A primeira depende da preposição “OF”. A segunda, 
intitulada “Genitive Case” ou “Possessive Case”, faz uso do (’s) ou 
apenas do ( ’ ). 

 

2. O USO COMUM DO CASO POSSESSIVO 

Em geral, usamos o “Possessive Case” quando o possuidor for: 

 

ATENÇÃO 
Se o possuidor for um ser inanimado, não é recomendável o uso do 
“Possessive Case”. 
Ex: The legs of the chair  The chair’s legs 

3. USO DO APÓSTROFO ( ’ ) 

Existem duas situações básicas onde usaremos apenas o apóstrofo, 
sem o “s”. Quando o possuidor for: 

 

4. DOIS OU MAIS POSSUIDORES 

Se estivermos trabalhando com dois ou mais possuidores, teremos 
que determinar se a posse é coletiva ou individual. 

 

5. SUBSTANTIVO COMPOSTO 

Quando o substantivo for composto, o apóstrofo + “s” deverá ser 
aplicado no último termo. 

 

6. USO ELÍPTICO DO CASO POSSESSIVO 

É possível omitir, no caso possessivo, o elemento possuído.
