PAST SIMPLE
USED IN

	▸�	 é usado para indicar ações passadas já concluídas, ou seja, para falar de fatos que já aconteceram;
	▸�	 que começaram e terminaram no passado.

Henry walked five miles yesterday. 
Olivia brought us cake last week.

STRUCTURE
	▸�	Afirm.	      Subject  +  verb(past)  +  Compl.
He gave us class two days ago.
We lived here in 1999.
I was at the mall yesterday night.

	▸�	Neg.	       Subject + auxil. + Not +  verb (inf.)  +  Compl.
He did not (didn’t) give us class two days ago.
We did not (didn’t) live here in 1999.
I was not (wasn’t) at the mall yesterday night.

	▸�	 Inter.	       Auxiliary +subject  +  verb(inf.)  +  Compl.?
Did he give us class two days ago?
Did  we live here in 1999?
Was i at the mall yesterday night?
