Grizzly-polar bear hybrid found - but what does it mean?
The animal confirmed last week to be half-polar bear, half-grizzly bear is certainly weird, scientists say, but he’s not
necessarily a symbol of global warming or anything else.

Last week, DNA analysis confirmed that the bear’s father was a grizzly and his mother was a polar bear. The bear’s white fur was
interspersed with brown patches. He also had long claws, a concave facial profile, and a humped back - all grizzly characteristics.

Meehan is overseeing a review of how changing environmental conditions in the Arctic are affecting polar bears. The study
aims to determine whether the animals warrant federal protection in the U.S. as an endangered species.

She says the hybrid sheds no light on the question of the species’ possible endangered status or on global warming’s
potential role in the species’ decline.

David Paetkau is president of Wildlife Genetics International, the Nelson, Canada-based firm that confirmed the bear is a
hybrid. He says it is too early to conclude anything about the discovery.

“This is one instance”, Paetkau said. “As a scientist, you can’t say anything about one instance, other than, what should we name it?”
Unofficial names include “grolar bear” and “pizzly,” according to lan Stirling, a research scientist and polar bear expert with
the Canadian Wildlife Service in Edmonton.
Stirling said grizzly bears have been showing up in the Canada’s western Arctic as far north as Banks Island and Victoria
Island in the province of Nunavut (see these islands in the upper left of our Nunavut map) periodically for the past 50 years.
The hybrid, he said, is “definitely not” a sign of climate change.

Scientists query health risk of food
package chemicals

The health risks of chemicals in plastic bottles are the subject of some debate. Scientists say “far too little” is known about
the health risks of chemicals used in food packaging, and some could cause cancer.

Research is needed to understand the effect on the human body and embryonic development of at least 4,000 chemicals
used in packaging, they said.

Links between packaging and obesity, diabetes and neurological diseases need to be explored, scientists warned. But critics
have said that the call is alarmist.

Scientists Jane Muncke, John Peterson Myers, Martin Scheringer and Miquel Porta called for an investigation into the health
risks of food packaging in a commentary piece published in the Journal of Epidemiology and Community Health.

A tool for predicting the risk of clinical depression in teenage boys has been developed by researchers.

Looking for high levels of the stress hormone cortisol and reports of feeling miserable, lonely or unloved could find those
at greatest risk.

Researchers at the University of Cambridge want to develop a way of screening for depression in the same way as heart
problems can be predicted.

However, their method was far less useful in girls. Teenage years and early adulthood are a critical time for mental health -
75% of disorders develop before the age of 24.

FDA officials would not comment on their study or release the names of the supplements tested. They only published that
the ingredient is called Acacia Rigidula. The Acacia Rigidula supplements tested were marketed for such things as weight loss,
energy boosting and mood stabilizing, their paper said.

“This is a brand new drug being placed into a number of supplements under the guise of a natural ingredient”, Pieter Cohen,
an assistant professor at Harvard Medical School, said after reading the FDA’s paper.

On paper, gamers and scientists make a bizarre union. But in reality, their two worlds aren’t leagues apart: both involve solving
problems within a given set of rules. Genetic analysis, for instance, is about finding sequences and patterns among seemingly
random clusters of data.

The Benedictine monks at the Portsmouth Abbey in
Portsmouth have a problem.

Which skin colour are you? The human swatch
chart that confronts racism

In 1933, in a book called The masters and the slaves,
the Brazilian anthropologist Gilberto Freyre wrote: “Every
Brazilian, even the light-skinned, fair-haired one, carries
about him on his soul, when not on soul and body alike,
the shadow, or at least the birthmark, of the aborigine or
the negro.” This was forefront in the mind of the French
artist Pierre David when he moved to Brazil in 2009.
“When I was in the streets, I could see so many skin
colours”, he says. He decided to make a human colour
chart, like one you would find in the paint section of
B&Q shop, but showing the gradations and shades of our
skin colour. The project, called Nuancier or “swatches”,
was first shown at the Museu de Arte Moderna in Salvador -
Bahia, and is now on show in his native France. “Brazil has
a better attitude to skin colour than other developed
nations”, he says. “There's no doubt, because the concept
of skin colour difference was recognised very early in their
history. Now, it even appears on identity documents.”

Yet Nuancier, David says, is still a critique of racism,
in Brazil and around the world. “This work may seem
provocative - to classify men by colour, to industrially
produce the colour of an individual so it can be store-
-bought. But this is a demonstration of the commaodification
of bodies. It denounces racism anywhere it is found in
the world.”
