As “Prepositions” precedem um substantivo (ou um pronome) para 
demonstrar a relação do substantivo (ou do pronome) com outra palavra 
da sentença. 

 

1. PREPOSIÇÕES BÁSICAS 

As três principais preposições da língua inglesa são: “in”, “on” e “at”. 
Essas preposições podem ser utilizadas tanto para tempo quanto para 
espaço.
