TEORIA

Os “Adverbs” s&o palavras que exercem uma fun¢do modificadora.
Em geral, eles podem atuar sobre trés classes de palavras: S&o elas:

— VERBOS
I ADJETIVOS
L ADVERBIOS

EXAMPLES

He drives slowly.

He is a very slow driver.
He drives very slowly.

1. TIPOS DE ADVERBIOS

ATENCAQ: Existe a forma “hardly”.
Ex: You hardly know him.

¢) HIGH (adjetivo / advérbio)

Ex': Eagles live in high places.

ExZ Eagles fly high.

ATENCAO: Existe a forma “highly’.
Ex: You were highly recommended.

4. ADVERBIO IRREGULAR

O adjetivo “good” possui uma forma irregular. Porém, o mesmo n&o
ocorre com o adjetivo “bad”.

Ex': He teaches very well.
Ex2 The band played badly.

5. ADJETIVOS TERMINADOS EM “LY”

Os “Adverbs” podem ser classificados em varios tipos. Entretanto, os
mais importantes séo:

— LT
S FREQUENCY
INTENSITY
TIME
S PLACE

TIPOS

2. ADVERBIOS DE MODO

Existem alguns adjetivos que ja terminam em “LY” e, portanto, ndo
podem ser transformados em advérbios diretamente. Os principais s&o:

BODILY, COSTLY, DEADLY, FRIENDLY,
HEAVENLY, LIKELY, LIVELY, LONELY,
LOVELY, LOWLY, SILLY, UNLIKELY

Se for necessario usar as palavras acima como advérbios, teremos que
construir uma locugao adverbial de modo.

EXAMPLES
She kissed me in a lovely way.
They always treat me in a friendly way.

6. ADVERBIOS DE FREQUENCIA

Os “Adverbs of Manner’ modificam o verbo, descrevendo a forma
como o sujeito pratica a agdo. Em geral, séo formados pelo acréscimo

da particula “LY” ao adjetivo, transformando-o, assim, em um advérbio.
Ex: soft — softly

Todavia, alguns adjetivos seguem regras especificas:

a) Adjetivos terminados em “IC” recebem “ALLY”.

Ex: automatic — automatically

b) Adjetivos terminados em “LE” recebem o “Y” no lugar do “E”.
Ex: terrible — terribly

c) Adjetivos terminados em “Y”, substitui-se o “Y” por “ILY”.

Ex: lazy — lazily

Ainda assim, existem excegdes as regras mencionadas acima:

Ex': public — publicly

ExZ shy — shyly

3. “FLAT ADVERBS”

Os “Adverbs of Frequency” s@o advérbios que modificam verbos
descrevendo com que regularidade uma agdo é praticada. Os
principais s&o:

100% ALWAYS I always study after class.

90% USUALLY

80% NORMALLY / GENERALLY

70% OFTEN / FREQUENTLY

I usually walk to work.
I normally get good marks.
1 often read in bed at night.

50% SOMETIMES I sometimes sing in the shower.
30% OCCASIONALLY I occasionally go to bed late.
10% SELDOM I seldom put salt on my food.
5% HARDLY EVER / RARELY I hardly ever get angry.

0% NEVER I never eat red meat.

7. ADVERBIOS DE INTENSIDADE

Alguns advérbios sdo especiais, pois apresentam a mesma grafia
tanto quando sao adjetivos como quando sdo advérbios. S&o eles:

a) FAST (adjetivo / advérbio)

Ex': He is a fast driver.

Ex2: He drives fast.

ATENGAO: Nio existe a forma “fastly’.
b) HARD (adjetivo / advérbio)

Ex!: He is a hard worker.

Ex2: He works hard.

Os “Adverbs of Intensity” também sdo chamados de “Adverbs of
Degree” e descrevem a forga ou a intensidade com que alguma
coisa ocorre.
