Expressdes idiomaticas? Yessssssss, vamos a nossa aula sobre os IDIOMS — um falso cognato
gue nao significa idiomas e sim expressdes idiomdticas ou, também chamadas de provérbios, dizeres
populares, presentes nos textos das provas, conforme veremos nessa aula.

O idioms sdo conjuntos de palavras ou de frases cujo significado extrapola o significado literal
de cada termo separado. Podemos dizer que as expressdes idiomaticas sdao muito mais do que
apenas a interpretacdo das palavras que as integram, ja que sao utilizadas para demonstrar algo de
carater cultural.

As expressOes idiomaticas estdo arraigadas na cultura linguistica, demonstram caracteristicas
de diferentes formas de expressar de um determinado povo, da linguagem de um determinado pais,
do uso de termos regionais e as variadas formas de verbalizagao de uma sociedade.

E, se as expressOes idiomaticas retratam tragos culturais de certo grupo, de um povo, sao
informagdes muito especificas e, por isso, de quase impossivel tradu¢cao. Podemos até conseguir
equipara-las com algumas expressdes equivalentes em nossa lingua materna, mas uma expressao
idiomatica ndo tem o mesmo sentido quando traduzida.

Phrasal verb é um nome dado a uma locugdo verbal que tem uma formacdo especifica. E a
combinagao de um verbo com uma preposicao ou de um verbo com um advérbio.

E, mesmo que vocé saiba traduzir palavra por palavra nos textos da sua prova, isso ndo é
suficiente para compreender o phrasal verb com clareza (e nem o texto inteiro, como ja falamos
sobre as técnicas de leitura) pois a juncdo das palavras traz um novo significado.

Apesar de explicar o que é, de fato, um phrasal verb, gosto de dizer que ndo é apenas um
verbo acompanhado de uma preposi¢cao com outro significado, acredito que phrasal verbs sdo mais
gue isso. Ao entender o uso, vocé os identificard nos mais variados géneros textuais, tais como
revistas, jornais, websites, nas redes sociais e em tudo que vocé for ler e estudar para sua prova.

Assim, tanto IDIOMS quanto PHRASAL VERBS sdo muito importantes. No caso de “nem que a
vaca tussa”, por exemplo, uma expressao idiomatica que quer dizer que nao fara alguma coisa de
jeito nenhum. Em Inglés, o idiom “When hell freezes over” tem o mesmo sentido, apesar de usar
palavras diferentes. Enquanto em nossa lingua, é impossivel ver uma vaca tossir, em Inglés se diz

gue “sé quando o inferno congelar”, sendo hell, inferno e freeze o verbo congelar.

Viu como é interessante perceber diferengas culturais e analisar outras formas de expressar
algo tipico de diferentes paises? Ainda tera muito mais. Essa aula é fantastica!

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IDIOMS - Expressdes Idiomaticas - Introduction

Eu gosto sempre de dizer que aprender uma lingua é muito mais do aprender um conjunto
de palavras. Esse é um dos motivos pelos quais, quando se estuda Inglés, é tao importante
abandonar a vontade que se tem de traduzir tudo o que |é. Até porque eu ja ofereci técnicas que
ajudam vocé a entender o “todo” sem precisar traduzir de fato.

Um exemplo importante, que comprova o quanto a traducdo pode atrapalhar vocg, é
justamente o exemplo das expressdes idiomaticas, que possuem sentido diferente do sentido das
palavras analisadas individualmente.

E correto afirmar que, uma expressdo idiomatica aparece quando uma frase assume
significado diferente daquele que as palavras teriam, se fossem analisadas isoladamente.

As provas se utilizam de artigos, noticias dos mais diversos tipos e, as expressdes idiomaticas
se encontram, tanto no linguajar didario quanto no noticiario, nos anuncios de jornais, no radio, na
TV, em textos de cunho politico, cientifico, em filmes, em musicas, na literatura, enfim, podem estar
presentes em suas leituras no dia da sua prova.

As expressOes idiomaticas sdao uma parte importante da comunicagao formal ou informal,
escrita ou falada, e, o motivo que leva um falante ou um escritor, um autor de um texto a usar uma
expressdao idiomdtica é o desejo de acrescentar, na interpretacdao daquela frase, algo que a
linguagem convencional nao poderia suprir.

Também chamadas de provérbios, as expressdes idiomaticas surgem com frequéncia e,
muitas vezes, é divertido comparamos as expressdes de lingua inglesa aquelas em nosso idioma.

Aprender a utilizar expressdes idiomaticas é importante e, no seu caso, mais importante ainda
€ aprendé-las e identifica-las nos textos da prova, pois vocé estara garantindo acertar certas
questdes, que poucas pessoas acertariam quando envolve termos dessa natureza.

Uma expressao idiomatica tem por funcdo enriquecer a frase, ela pode reforcar ideias, pode
enfatizar um sentimento de alguém e pode, ainda, diminuir, amenizar o impacto que algum termo
possa causar, seja com humor ou com ironia. As expressdes idiomaticas expressam ideias de
diferentes maneiras dentro de cada contexto.

Vale afirmar que, pelo sentido exclusivo que possuem, ndao ha, para as expressoes
idiomaticas, um significado concreto, como a maioria dos vocabulos que ha em nosso vocabulario.

Para que as expressdes sejam estudadas com eficacia, é necessario considerar o contexto em
gue sao produzidas, ja que sempre estdo associadas a situacdes que se relacionam a valores
culturais, conforme ja expliquei. Vamos estuda-las agora? Come on!
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IDIOMS

Alguns desses IDIOMS, s3ao expressdes idiomaticas que usam, em sua estrutura, palavras
similares as que usamos em nossas expressdes em Portugués.

Bom, na maioria das vezes, as expressdes sao compostas por palavras diferentes e, quando
tentamos traduzir, fica totalmente sem sentido.

Por exemplo, desejar boa sorte a alguém, antes de uma apresentagao, além de “Good luck”,
podemos também dizer “break a leg”, a expressdo idiomatica que tem esse sentido. Se vocé traduzir,
significa “quebrar uma perna”, mas, é muito usado com essa intencao de salientar que vocé deseja
boa sorte.

Entre as expressdoes que assemelham a nossa lingua, estao alguns exemplos:

A expressao “Antes tarde do que
ANTES TARDEF nunca”, usa as palavras “tarde” e
“nunca”, o que facilita para vocé se
lembrar. A palavra “antes”, em Inglés,
que é “before”, ndo é usada no inicio

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Idioms in your test

Veremos agora varias expressdes idiomaticas que ja apareceram em textos de provas de anos
anteriores, destacadas e comentadas para aprimorar seus estudos. E, além de expressdes
idiomaticas propriamente ditas, mostrarei também termos que, se tornaram, de certa forma, tipos
de expressdes, derivacdes de verbos e outras classificagdes gramaticais, que ndo sdo girias e sim,
adaptacgdes da lingua, formando locuc¢des frasais.

Na prova do ITA, em 2012, por exemplo, apareceu a expressao idiomatica “walking in another’s
shoes”, cuja traducdo literal é “andar no sapato do outro” e equivale a expressao “colocar-se no
lugar do outro” em Portugués, idiom que ja esteve presente em outras provas de Carreiras Militares,
observe:

In assessing these programs and the broader issues of

10 empathy-training and bullying, there are multiple factors to consider
and no clear answers. First of all, empathy is one of the most difficult
and least-understood skills we can develop — adults and kids alike.
Empathy is the process of viewing and understanding the world
through another's experience, and it is often confused with sympathy,

15 which is, essentially, compassion and lacks the “walkina in anothers
shoes” component (which is not to say it is not an admirable trait, it's
just different from empathy). Developmentally, children may not be
able to fruly understand and practice empathy until they are closer to
the pre-teen years, but introducing the concept early and often is a

20 good primer for its later development.

Another big question to consider: are programs focused on
empathy simply band-aids on much larger, more systemic problems?
Why are kids bullying other Kids in the first place? What family issues,
societal issues, educational issues, are contributing to the need/urge

25 to humiliate and attack other children for some sort of personal gain
and satisfaction? My guess is that for many kids, participating in a
brief (or even a few brief) empathy-skills seminars simply is not
enough, and will not get at the root(s) of the problems(s), no matter
how young they are when the programs begin.

Agora, veremos o indice da revista Time, explorado em muitas provas, com a expressao “make a
comeback”, que, ao invés de ser “fazer um retorno”, como parece, é “dar a volta por cima”, que
também pode aparecer.

No lugar em que a expressdo estd encaixada, que diz: “Charles Dickens is making a comeback —as a
fictional character”, demonstra que, o artigo da pagina 52 sera sobre o personagem dando a volta
por cima, veja:

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Phrasal Verbs in your test

Conforme expliquei anteriormente, os phrasal verbs - verbos preposicionados sdo verbos que
combinam com advérbios ou preposicdes e mudam o significado original dos verbos. E, esse novo
significado que cada verbo passa a ter, é geralmente diferente do que o verbo é separadamente.

Mas, phrasal verbs sao realmente complicados como se diz por ai? Por que serd que muitas
pessoas os consideram algo dificil? Justamente porque n3o ha como deduzir os seus significados. E
necessario conhecé-los, estuda-los e armazenar uma quantidade deles para encontra-los nos textos

e garantir a compreensdo, passando na frente de seus concorrentes.

Como exemplo inicial, vejamos o verbo “to call”. Normalmente, dizemos que “call” significa
chamar, mas, veja os inUmeros significados que ele pode ter quando ele se torna um phrasal verb
com diferentes preposicoes e advérbios:

— call in: convidar

call up: ligar,
telefonar

call off: cancelar

call back: retonar a
ligacao

call for: requerer
algo, exigir

Os exemplos acima comprovam que, um mesmo verbo, quando acompanhado por
preposi¢cdes ou advérbios, se transformam em outros verbos.

Nas provas, os phrasal verbs estardao presentes nos mais variados tipos de textos e, quanto
mais treino, pratica de exercicios e muita leitura, mais verbos vocé sabera. Vejamos a classificacao
dos phrasal verbs e estudar muitos deles, separados pelas preposi¢des ou advérbios que os
acompanham.
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Classificacao dos Phrasal verbs

Ndo ha uma regra especifica sobre como usar os phrasal verbs, mas, podemos dizer que
alguns deles admitem a colocagao de objetos entre verbos e preposicdes, ou seja, aparecerem
separados ou ndo em uma frase. Vamos ver alguns exemplos.

Separaveis

Quando os phrasal verbs aparecem separados nas frases, hd, entre eles, pronomes, que
deixam as frases mais bem elaboradas linguisticamente, veja exemplos:

1) Phrasalverb to put on: usar, colocar, vestir, calgar.
Those earrings are pretty. Why don’t you put them on today?

(Aqueles brincos sao lindos. Por que ndo os usa hoje?)

O phrasal verb da frase é usar (to put on) e, o pronome relativo a eles (os brincos) é them, que foi
colocado entre o verbo e a preposigao.

2) Phrasal verb to cheer up: animar, motivar, alegrar alguém
My brother is upset with his school report card. | will cheer him up with a movie ticket.

(Meu irmdo esta decepcionado com seu boletim escolar. Irei anima-lo com um ingresso de
cinema)

O phrasal verb da frase é animar/motivar/alegrar (to cheer up) e, o pronome relativo a ele (meu
irmao) é him, que foi colocado entre o verbo e a preposicao.

Inseparaveis

Alguns phrasal verbs sao realmente insepardveis e nao aceitam complementos entre os
verbos e as preposicdes, observe os exemplos:

1) Phrasalverb to get along: se dar bem, harmonizar, ter afinidade.
Me and my sister have a good relationship. We get along very well.
(Minha irma e eu temos um bom relacionamento. Nds nos damos muito bem)

2) Phrasal verb to get through: se dar bem, harmonizar, ter afinidade
How will | get through this situation? It will be difficult!
(Como irei passar por essa situacao? Serad dificil)

Independente se os phrasal verbs se separam ou nao, vamos agora estudar uma boa parte
deles, com o maximo de exemplos que podemos ver e memorizar, guardar em seus pensamentos,
té-los como parte de seus estudos, aprendé-los. Vai dar certo, let’s go!
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Vou fazer da seguinte forma. Apontar a lista com todos os phrasal verbs mais usados, que sdo
formados com a preposicdo AWAY, as traducdes e exemplos.

1 The Oscar-nominated special effects team behind the lron Man suit has been contracted to design
body armour for the US military.
Legacy Effects, a Hollywood design studio based in California, has previously worked on power suits
for films such as RoboCop, Captain America, The Terminator and Iron Man. Now, the company is building

equipment, the Wall Street Journal reports.

For one thing, a
15 real-life version of the suit would add extra bulk to a soldier limiting his or her agility. Also, the company
estimates that the Iron Man suit would probably weigh about 180kg, and would need to be supported by a
mobile exoskeleton, but "none of the exoskeletons in the industry are capable of moving that much weight”,
SlashGear reports.
Russ Angold of Ekso Bionics, a company that designs exoskeletons for medical use, says that power
20 armour in films offer an unrealistic model, so engineers are presently trying to make the suits more practical.
"Hollywood has definitely made the Iron Man suit impossibly thin, impossibly light, impossibly agile and
impossibly energy efficient. So we're really trying to solve the problem and ask the question: What would Iron
Man lock like if it was real?"

Hollywood special etfect team is working on a new Iron Man 'agile exoskeleton® for US soldiers

1 The Oscar-nominated special effects team behind the lron Man suit has been contracted to design
body armour for the US military.
Legacy Effects, a Hollywood design studio based in California, has previously worked on power suits
far films such as RoboCop, Captain America, The Terminator and Iron Man. Now, the company is building
5 body armour equipped with an "agile exoskeleton” that will allow soldiers to carry hundreds of pounds of
equipment, the Wall Street Journal reports.
"We are trying to be revolutionary,” said Mike Fieldson, who manages the US military project known as
the Tactical Assault Light Operator Suit {Talos).
Three prototypes have been presented to the Pentagon by teams of bioengineers, technologists and
10 a Canadian company that studies insect and animal exoskeletons. The prototypes will contribute to the
creation of a new generation of body armour which the US Special Operations Command aims to complete
within four years.
The suits are designed to protect soldiers from bullets, explosions and bayonet attacks.
Legacy Effects admits that bringing an Iron Man to life presents significant challenges. For one thing, a
15 real-life version of the suit would add extra bulk to a soldier limiting his or her agility. Also, the company
estimates that the Iron Man suit would probably weigh about 180kg, and would need to be supported by a
mobile exoskeleton, but "none of the exoskeletons in the industry are capable of moving that much weight”,
SlashGear reports.
Russ Angold of Ekso Bionics, a company that designs exoskeletons for medical use, says that power
20 armour in films offer an unrealistic model, so engineers are presently trying to make the suits more practical.
"Hollywood has definitely made the Iron Man suit impossibly thin, impassibly light, impossibly agile and
impassibly energy efficient. So we're really trying to solve the prablem and ask the question: What would Iron
Man look like if it was real?"
The US military has so far spent about $10 million on Talos, prompting the armed services committee
25  torequest a briefing on the project to ensure taxpayer money is not being wasted.
"Will you ever have an Iron Man? | don't know," said Brian Dowling, a former soldier involved in the
project. "But you'll have some greatly improved technology along the way".

FOOD SHORTAGE CAUSES, EFFECTS AND SOLUTIONS

Food shortage is a serious problem facing the
world and ig prevalent in sub-Saharan Africa. The
scarcity of food is caused by economic, environmental
and social factors such as crop failure, overpopulation
and poor gowvemment policies are the main cause of food
scarcity in most counfries. Environmental faciors
determine the kind of crops to be produced in a given
place, economic factors determine the buying and
production capacity and socio-political faciors determine
distribution of food to the masses. Food shortage has far
reaching long and short term negative impacts which
include starvation, malnutriion, increased monality and
poliical unrest’. There is need to collectively address the
issue of food insecurity using both emergency and long
PErM Measunes.

Causes of food shortages

There are a number of social factors causing
food shorages. The rate of population increase is hiaher
than increase in food production. The world Iz consuming
more than it is producing, leading to decline in food stock
and storage level and increased food prices due to
soaring® demand. Increased population has led to
clearing of agricultural land for human seitlement
reducing agricultural production  (Kamdor, 2007).
Owvercrowding of population in a given place resulls in
urbanization of previously rich agricultural  fields.
Destruction of forests for human settlement, particularly
tropical rain forest has led to climatic changes, such as
prolonged droughts and deserification. Population
increaze means more pollution as people use more fuel
in cars, industry, domestic cooking. The resultant effect
is increased air and water pollution which affect the
climate and food production.

Environmental factors have greatly contributed
to food shortage. Climatic change has reduced
agricultural production. The change in climate I majorly
caused by human activities and to some small extent
natural activities. Increased combustion of fossil fuels
due to increasing population through power plant, motor
transport and mining of coal and cil emits green house
gases which have continued to affect world climate.
Deforestation of tropical forest due to human pressure
has changed climatic patterns and rainfall seasons, and
led to desedification which cannot support a crop
production. Land degradation due to increased human
activities has impacted negatively on  agricultural
production (Kamdor, 2007). Matural disasters such as
floods, tropical storms and prolonged droughts are on the
increase and hawve devastating impacts on food security
particularly in deweloping counfries. There are several
economic factors that contribute to food shoriage.
Ecomomic factors affect the ability of farmers to engage
in agricultural production. Poverty situation In developing
naticns have reduced their capacity to produce food, as
most farmers cannot afford seed and fertilizers. They use
poor farming methods that cannot yield® enough, even
substantial use. Investments in agricultural research and
developing are very low in developing nations. Recent
global fimancial crisis have led to increase in food prices
and reduced investments in agriculture by individuals
and govemments In developed nations resulting in
reduced food production.

Effects of food shortage

There are a number of short term effects of food
shortage. The impaci on children, mothers and elderly
are very evident as seen in malnutrition and hunger
related deaths. Children succumb to hunger within short
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70 assiztance.
There are also long term effects of food
shortage. These include increase in the price of food as
a result demand and supply forces. Increasing cost of
food production due to the increase in fuel prices coupled
75 with persistent drought in grain producing regions has
contributed to the increase in the price of food in the
world. Increase in oll price led o increase in the price of
fertilizers, transportation of food and also industrial
agriculiure. Increasing food prices culminated in political
B0  instability and social unrest in several nations across the
globe in 2007, in countries of Mexico, Cameroon, Brazil,
Burkina Faso, Pakistan, Egypt and Bangladesh among
other nations (Kamdor, 2007 ).

Before you head to your destination, be sure to
rewalch the movie. A rewatch not only reminds you of
identifiable spots to look out for during your trip, but it also
adds to the exciternent of your upcoming exploration,

If the movle is based on a book, consider reading the
book, too. It may have detalls about the locale that the
movie doesn't touch on. Also, books often have scenes
that don't make it into the movie adaptations, which gives
you a deeper view of the destination. Ms. Tillson also
recommended downloading the movie's soundtrack or
score, and listening to it throughout your trip.

Book a Themed Trip

Some travel companies sell set itineraries focused on
popular movies. Luxury tour operator Zicasso, for example,
has an eight-day trip, all inclusive, to Ireland inspired by
"Star Wars: The Last Jedi" and Wild Frontiers has an
eleven-day trip to India inspired by “The Best Exotic
Marigold Hotel."

An estimated 30,000 volts surged
through his body, exploding bone and cadilage from the
inside all the way up to his head. To put that into
perspective, electric chairs use only 1500-2000 wolts for
axecutions. So iU's safe to say that Gliff should have died.

And he pearly did. His heart stopped. Paramedics
were able to get it going again, but they had to resuscitate
hirn on the way to tha hogpital,

As part of a team with renowned plastic surgeon
Malcolm Lesavoy, MD, and ofhers, | got fo work
reconstructing Cliffs legs. Our best hope was to avoid
amputation.

But very quickly, we noticed something else going on -
something that had nething fo do with our experise.
Through every step of his painful rehabilitation, CHff grew
more and mone detarmined. He never complained. He just
asked, "What's next?"

Before he had even finishad the rahabilitation, CIliff
started paddling various watercrafts. The days spent on
crutches had already strengthened his upper body, and he
took naturally to the sport. The same year in which he was
injured, he began competing in cance and kayak events,
and in 1995 he qualified for the Olympics - not the
Paralympic Games, the Olympic Gamss.

Four years later, in Sydney, Ausialia, | was
oversesing the sportls medicing team at the Olympic
soccer tournament. | was sitting in the stands during the
opening ceremonies when CIiff walked inte the Clymplc
Stadium carrying the Stars and Stripes.

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FOOD SHORTAGE CAUSES, EFFECTS AND SOLUTIONS

Food shortage is a serious problem facing the
world and iz prevalent in sub-Saharan Africa. The
scarcity of food Iz caused by economic, environmental
and social factors such as crop failure, overpopulation
and poor govemment policies are the main cause of food
scarcity in most countries. Environmental factors
determine the kind of crops to be produced in a given
place, economic factors determine the buying and
production capacity and socio-political factors determine
distribution of food to the masses. Food shortage has far
reaching long and short term negative impacts which
include starvation, malnutriion, increased morality and
political unrest’. There is need to collectively address the
issue of food insecurity using both emergency and long
term Mmeasures.

Causes of food shortages

There are a number of social factors causing
food shortages. The rate of population increase is higher
than increase in food production. The world I8 consuming
more than it iz producing, leading to decline in food stock
and storage lewel and increased food prices due to
soaring® demand. Increased population has led to
clearing of agricultural land for human settlement
reducing agricultural production  (Kamdor, 2007).
Overcrowding of population in a given place results in
urbanization of previously rich agricultural  fields.
Destruction of forests for human settlement, particularly
tropical rain forest has led to climatic changes, such as
prolonged droughts and  deserification.  Population
increase means more pollution as people use more fuel
in cars, industry, domestic cooking. The resultant effect
Is increased alr and water pollution which affect the
climate and food production.

Environmental factors have greatly contributed
to food shorage. Climatic change has reduced
agricultural production. The change in climate i majorty
caused by human activities and to some small extent
natural activiies. Increased combustion of fossil fuels
due 1o increasing population through power plant, motor
transport and mining of coal and oil emits green house
gases which have continued to affect world climate.
Deforestation of tropical forest due to human pressure
has changed climatic patterns and rainfall seasons, and
led 1o deserification which cannot suppori a crop
production. Land degradation due to increased human
activities has impacted negatively on  agricultural
production (Kamdor, 2007). Matural disasters such as
floods, tropical storms and prolonged droughts are on the
increase and have devastating impacts on food security
particularly in developing countries. There are sewveral
economic factors that comtribute to food shoriage.
Economic factors affect the ability of farmers to engage
in agricultural production. Poverty situation in developing
nations have reduced their capacity to produce food, as
most farmers cannot afford seed and ferilizers. They use
poor farming methods that cannot yield” enouah. even
substantial use. Investments in agricullural research and
developing are very low in developing nations. Recent
global financial crisis have led to increase in food prices
and reduced investments in agriculture by individuals
and govemments in developed nations resulling in
reduced food production.

Effects of food shortage

There are a number of short term effects of food
shortage. The impact on children, mothers and elderly
are very evident as seen in malnutrition and hunger
related deaths. Children succumb to hunger within short

Getin the Mood

Before you head to your destination, be sure to
rewalch the movie. A rewatch not enly reminds you of
identifiable spots to look out for during your trip, but it also
adds to the excitement of your upcoming exploration.

If the movie is based on a book, consider reading the
book, too, It may have detalls about the locale that the
movie doesn't touch on. Also, books oflen have scenes
that don't make it into the movie adaptations, which gives
you a deeper view of the destination. Ms. Tillson also
recommended downloading the movie's sounditrack or
score, and listening to it throughaut your trip.

Book a Themed Trip

Some travel companies sell set itineraries focused on
popular movies. Luxury tour operator Zicasso, for example,
has an eight-day trip, all inclusive, to Ireland inspired by
"Star Wars: The Last Jedi" and Wild Fronliers has an
eleven-day trip to Indla inspired by “The Best Exotic
Marigold Hotel." Ms. Tillson suggested doing a web search

The disabled face discrimination not
only from their peers’, but from institutions, schools,
employers, and landowners”~ who are hesitant to
accommodate the disabled.
Sex/Gender: Possibly the most universal and long
running prejudice is that based on a person’s gender or
sex. Historically, sexism has placed men in a more
advantageous position than women.
Weight/Size: In short, sizeism is discimination based
on a person’s body size or weight. Sizeism works with
social standards of beauty and usually takes the form
of discrimination against the overweight — anti-fat
prejudice.
Religion: Religious discrimination and persecution has
been common throughout history. But prejudice based
on religious affiliation doesnt end with organized
religion; atheists are prane” to discrimination and being
discriminated against.
Sexual Orientation: Most commonly, prejudice based
on sexual crientation includes discrimination against
those of a non-heterosexual crientation. Discrimination
against the non-heterosexual takes many forms
depending on the society. In some societies prejudice
is open and tolerated, but in most Western societies,
bias’ against the non-heterosexual is mare discreet.
Country of Origin: Mativism is 8 common form of
discrimination against immigrants to a country.

Food shortage is a serious problem facing the
world and i prevalent in sub-Saharan Africa. The
scarcity of food Iz caused by economic, environmental
and social factors such as crop failure, overpopulation
and poor govemnment policies are the main cause of food
scarcity in most counfries. Environmental factors
determing the kind of crops to be produced in a given
place. economic factors determine the buying and
production capacity and socio-political factors determine
distribution of food to the masses. Food shorage has far
reaching long and short term negative impacts which
include starvation, malnutriion, increased morality and
political unrest’. There is need to collectively address the
issue of food insecurity using both emergency and long
tefm Mmeasures.

Causes of food shortages

There are a number of social faclors causing
food shortages. The rate of population increase is higher
than increase in food production. The world is consuming
moare than it is producing, leading to decline in food stock
and storage level and increased food prices due to
soaring® demand. Increased population has led to
clearing of agricultural land for human settlement
reducing agricultural production  (Kamdor, 2007).
Owvercrowding of population in a agiven place results in
urbanization of previously rich agricultural fields.
Destruction of forests for human settliement, paricularty
tropical rain forest has led to climatic changes, such as
prolonged droughts and deserification. Population
increase means more pollution as people use more fuel
in cars, industry, domestic cooking. The resultant effect
Is Increased air and water pollution which affect the
climate and food production.

Environmental factors have greatly contributed
to food shorage. Climatic change has reduced
agricultural production. The change in climate is majorly
caused by human activities and to some small extent
natural activities. Increased combustion of fossil fuels
due to increasing population throwgh power plant, motor
transport and mining of coal and cil emits green house
gases which hawve conlinued to affect worlkd climate.
Deforestation of tropical forest due to human pressure
has changed climatic patterns and rainfall seasons, and
led 1o deserification which cannot support a crop
production. Land degradation due to increased human
activities has Impacted negatively on agrcultural
production (Kamdor, 2007). Matural disasters such as
floods, tropical storms and prolonged droughts are on the
increase and have devastating impacts on food security
particularly in developing countries. There are several
economic factors that contribute to food shoriage.
Economic factors affect the ability of farmers to engage
in agricultural production. Poverty situation in developing
naticns have reduced their capacity to produce food, as
most farmers cannot afford seed and fertilizers. They use
poor farming methads that cannat yield® enouah. even
substantial use. Investments in agriculiural research and
developing are very low in developing nations. Recent
global financial crisis have led to increase in food prices
and reduced investments in agriculture by individuals
and govemments In developed nations resulting in
reduced food production.

Effects of food shortage

There are a number of short term effects of food
shortage. The impact on children, mothers and elderly
are wvery evident as seen in malnutrition and hunger
related deaths. Children succumb to hunger within short
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assistance.

There are also long term effects of food
shortage. These include increase in the price of food as
a result demand and supply forces. Increasing cost of
food production due to the increase in fuel prices coupled
with persistent drought in grain producing regions has
contributed to the increase in the price of food in the
world. Increaze in oll price led o increase in the price of
fertilizers, transportation of food and also industrial
agriculiure. Increasing food prices culminated in political
Instability and social unrest in geveral nations across the
globe in 2007, in countries of Mexico, Cameroon, Brazil,
Burkina Faso, Pakistan, Egypt and Bangladesh among
cther nations (Kamdor, 2007).

Solution to problem of food shortage

There are some solutions to the problem of food
shortage. There is need to reduce production of carbon
emissions and pollution to reduce the resultant climatic
change through concerted and individual efforts. There
Iz need to invest in clean energy such as solar, nuclear,
and geothermal power in homes and industries, because
they don't have adverse effects on the emvironment
(Kamdor, 2007). Rich natiens should help poor nations to
develop and use clean and renewable energy in order o
stabilize green house emissions into the atmosphere
(Watson, nd). Government need to work in consultation
with climatic bodies, World Bank and the UM to engage
In projects aimed at promoting green environment.

Conclusion

Causes of food shortage are well known and
can be solved if appropriate measures to solve the
problemn  are  taken and effectively implemented.
Environmental causes of food shortages are changes in
climatic and pollution due to human activities such
overgrazing® and deforestation which can be controlled
through legislation.

Causas da escassez de alimentos

Existem varios fatores sociais que causam escassez de alimentos. A taxa de aumento
populacional é maior do que o aumento na producao de alimentos. O mundo esta
consumindo mais do que produz, levando ao declinio no estoque de alimentos
armazenamento e aumento dos precos dos alimentos.

O aumento da populacdo levou ao desmatamento de terras agricolas para
assentamentos humanos reducdo da producao agricola (Kamdor, 2007).

A superlotacao da populacdo em um determinado local resulta em urbanizacao de
campos agricolas anteriormente ricos.

Destruicao de florestas para assentamentos humanos, particularmente

floresta tropical tropical levou a mudancas climaticas, como secas prolongadas e
desertificacao. Populacao aumento significa mais polui¢ao, pois as pessoas consomem
mais combustivel em carros, industria, cozinha doméstica. O efeito resultante

aumenta a poluicao do ar e da agua, o que afeta a clima e producao de alimentos.

Fatores ambientais contribuiram muito a escassez de alimentos. A mudanca climatica
reduziu a producao agricola. A mudanca no clima é majoritariamente causados por
atividades humanas e, em certa medida, atividades naturais. Maior combustdo de
combustiveis fosseis devido ao aumento da populacao através de usinas, motores

transporte e mineracao de carvao e petrdleo emite estufa gases que continuaram
afetando o clima mundial.

Desmatamento de florestas tropicais devido a pressao humana mudou os padrdes
climdticos e as estacOes das chuvas, e levou a desertificacdo que nao pode suportaruma
colheita
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Produc¢ao. Degradacao da terra devido ao aumento da populagao humana atividades
impactou negativamente a agricultura producao (Kamdor, 2007). Desastres naturais
como inundagdes, tempestades tropicais e secas prolongadas estdao aumentar e ter
impactos devastadores na seguranca alimentar particularmente nos paises em
desenvolvimento. Existem varios fatores econdbmicos que contribuem para a escassez
de alimentos.

Fatores econdmicos afetam a capacidade dos agricultores de se envolverem na
producao agricola. Ha também efeitos a longo prazo dos alimentos escassez. Isso inclui
aumento no prec¢o dos alimentos

Como resultado, procura e forcgas de fornecimento. Aumento do custo de produgao de
alimentos devido ao aumento dos pregos dos combustiveis com seca persistente nas
regides produtoras de graos contribuiu para o aumento do pre¢o dos alimentos no
mundo. O aumento do preco do petrdleo levou ao aumento do preco de

fertilizantes, transporte de alimentos e também industrial agricultura. O aumento dos
precos dos alimentos culminou em instabilidade e agitacao social em varias nagdes do
mundo em 2007, nos paises do México, Camardes, Brasil, Burkina Faso, Paquistao, Egito
e Bangladesh entre outras na¢des (Kamdor, 2007).

Solucdo para problema de escassez de alimentos

Existem algumas solu¢des para o problema da alimentacdao escassez. E necessario
reduzir a producdo de carbono emissdes e poluicdo para reduzir as consequéncias
climaticas mudar através de esforcos concertados e individuais. La é necessario investir
em energia limpa, como energia solar, nuclear, energia geotérmica em residéncias e
industrias, porque eles nao tém efeitos adversos no meio ambiente (Kamdor, 2007).

As nacgdes ricas devem ajudar as na¢des pobres a desenvolver e usar energia limpa e
renovavel, a fim de estabilizar as emissdes de efeito estufa na atmosfera (Watson, sd).
O governo precisa trabalhar em consulta com érgaos climaticos, o Banco Mundial e as
Nacdes Unidas em projetos que visam promover o meio ambiente verde.

Conclusao

As causas da escassez de alimentos sao bem conhecidas e pode ser resolvido se medidas
apropriadas pararesolver o problema é levado e efetivamente implementado.

As causas ambientais da escassez de alimentos sao mudancas na clima e poluicao devido
a atividades humanas como excesso de pasto e desmatamento que pode ser controlado
através da legislacao.

Eu descobri que ndo conseguia captar as nuances da ISI nas colunas dos jornais. Assim, meu oitavo romance,
Bloodmoney, se passa em grande parte no Paquistdo; ele se concentra em um ISl ficticio e em uma CIA cujas
operagdes no Paquistdo ficaram fora de controle. Descrevo o diretor geral do meu ISl imaginario da seguinte
maneira: "Dizer que o Paquistanés estava jogando um jogo duplo nao lhe fez justica; sua estratégia era muito
mais complicada do que isso".

Essa qualidade do tipo Janus é verdadeira em todos os servigos de inteligéncia, suponho, mas nunca vi uma
organiza¢do como a ISl. E ao mesmo tempo muito secreto e muito aberto, mas os funcionarios do ISI ficam
especialmente irritados com a acusacdo de duplicidade: "Nao posso continuar me defendendo para sempre,
mesmo quando ndo estou fazendo o que sou culpado", escreveu um dos meus contatos do ISI. , depois de
escrever uma coluna observando o "jogo duplo" da organizagdo com os EUA "Farei o que acho bom para o
PAQUISTAO, meu pais. Tenho certeza de que vocé fard o mesmo pelos EUA".

O que esse funciondrio queria que eu entendesse era que o Paquistdo estava sofrendo sob seu proprio
ataque de terrorismo. Um soldado do ISI quase gritou comigo em 2010: "Sr. David Ignatius! Veja as vitimas
gue sofremos no combate ao terrorismo!" Estamos ao lado dos EUA, insistem os funcionarios do ISI. No
entanto, eles sao flagrados por uma retérica antiamericana que ajudam a criar. A célula de imprensa do ISI
alimenta jornais paquistaneses constantemente; presumivelmente, ele acha que seus vazamentos nos EUA
esconderdo a realidade da cooperacdo do ISI. Mas o marionetista foi pego nas cordas. O antiamericanismo
assumiu uma forma virulenta que também ameaga o ISI.
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WHY IS HANDWRITING IMPORTANT?

Jotting down a shopping list, writing a birthday card, taking down a phone message, completing a form
at the bank ....handwriting is part of our daily lives. It is on show to others and may be used to make
judgments about us,

Writing has a very long history. It began as simple pictographs drawn on a rock, which were then
combined to represent ideas and developed into more abstract symbols. Just like our writing today, early
symbols were used to store information and communicate it to others.

In recent years, modern technology has dramatically changed the way we communicate through writing.
However, despite the increased use of computers for writing, the skill of handwriting remains important
in education, employment and in everyday life.

Time devoted to the teaching and learning of letier formation in the early years will pay off. Legible
writing that can be produced comfortably, at speed and with little conscious effort allows a child to
attend to the higher-level aspects of writing composition and content. This is important when
assessments are based on written work, particularly in time-limited written examinations, which remain
as a major form of assessment for many formal qualifications. Without fast and legible handwriting,
students may miss out on learning opportunities and under-achieve academically.

Beyond formal education, most employment situations will involve at least some handwriting and many
require the communication of critical information (e.g. medical notes, prescriptions).

Thus, handwriting with pen and paper still has an important role from early childhood through our adult
lives, but more and more, people are shifting from paper to electronic modes of communication.
Interestingly though, many personal computers now have handwriting recognition capability so that
handwriting as means of interacting with computers is becoming more pervasive. It seems, therefore,
that even in this modern age, handwriting remains an important skill for communication.

Anotar uma lista de compras, escrever um cartdo de aniversario, anotar uma
mensagem telefonica, preencher um formulario no banco ... a caligrafia faz
parte do nosso dia a dia. E exibido para os outros e pode ser usado para fazer
julgamentos sobre nds. Escrever tem uma histdria muito longa. Comegoucomo
pictogramas simples desenhadas em uma rocha, que foram entao combinadas
para representar ideias e desenvolvidas em simbolos mais abstratos. Assim
como escrevemos hoje, os primeiros simbolos foram usados para armazenar
informacgdes e comunica-las a outras pessoas. Nos ultimos anos, a tecnologia
moderna mudou drasticamente a maneira como nos comunicamos através da
escrita. No entanto, apesar do aumento do uso de computadores para
escrever, a habilidade de escrita a mao permanece importante na educacao,
no emprego e na vida cotidiana.

O tempo dedicado ao ensino e aprendizagem da formacao de letras nos
primeiros anos sera recompensado. A escrita legivel que pode ser produzida
confortavelmente, com rapidez e com pouco esforco consciente permite que
a crianca atenda aos aspectos de alto nivel da composicao e do conteudo da
escrita. Isso é importante quando as avaliacdes sao baseadas em trabalho
escrito, particularmente em exames escritos com tempo limitado, que
permanecem como uma forma importante de avaliagdo para muitas
qualificacdes formais. Sem uma caligrafia rapida e legivel, os alunos podem
perder oportunidades de aprendizado e ter um desempenho académico
insuficiente. Além da educacdo formal, a maioria das situacdes de emprego
envolve pelo menos alguma caligrafia e muitas exigem a comunicagdo de
informacgdes criticas (por exemplo, notas médicas, prescricdes). Assim, a
escrita com caneta e papel ainda tem um papel importante desde a infancia
até a vida adulta, mas cada vez mais as pessoas estao mudando do papel para
os modos eletronicos de comunicacdao. Curiosamente, porém, muitos
computadores pessoais agora tém capacidade de reconhecimento de
manuscrito, de modo que a escrita como meio de interacdo com os
computadores esta se tornando mais difundida. Parece, portanto, que mesmo
nesta era moderna, a caligrafia continua sendo uma habilidade importante
paraa comunicagao.
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
