Charles Robert Darwin (1809-1852)
began warking on his theories of the
Origins of Spedies in 1837 however his
works were published more than twenty
years after that, There is much speculation
as to why it took so long to publish the
groundbreaking book; some suggest that
he was afraid to challenge the scientific

community and upset the Church.

After first positing his ideas regarding how spedes underwent a
‘natural selection” and could possibly adapt over time, the text provoked
adverted reactions from his intellectual mentors, Charles Lyell and Sir
John Herschel
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Still, Darwin continued working on his theory; if he really was
affected by the potential of a negative response to his ideas, some believe
that it seems more plausible that he would have abandoned research
completely. Throughout the period during which he was working on the
Origins of Species, he published essays revealing his work in progress.,
Many now believe that Darwin did not delay publishing, but rather, tock
over two decades to caomplete his work.

THERE IS5 A great historical irony at the heart of the current
transformation of news. The industry is being reshaped by technology —
but by undermining the mass media’s business models, that technology
is in many ways retuming the industry to the more vibrant, freewheeling
and discursive ways of the pre-industrial era.

Untilthe early 19th century therewas no technology fordisseminating
news to large numbers of people in a shart space of time. It travelled as
people chatted in marketplaces and tavems or exchanged letters with
their frignds.

The invention of the steam press in the early 19th century, and the
emergence of mass-market newspapers, marked a profound shift in
news distnibution. The new technologies of mass dissemination could
reach large numbers of peaple with unprecedented speed and efficiency,
but put control of the flow of information into the hands of a select few.

How TO CLOSE THE ACHIEVEMENT GAP
All over the world, your chances of success in school and life depend
moare an your family circumstances than any other factor. By age three,
kids with professional parents are already a full year ahead of their poorer
peers, They know twice as many words and scare 40 points higher on IQ
tests. By age 10, the gap is three years. By then, some poor children hawve
nat mastered basic reading and math skills, and many never will: this is

the age at which failure starts to become irreversible.

A few school systems seem to have figured out how to erase these
gaps. Finland ensures that every kid completes basic education and
meets a rigorous standard. One Finnish district official, asked about the
number of children who don't complete schaol in her city; replied, *l can
tell you their names if you want” In the United States, KIPP (Knowledge Is
Power Program) charter schools enroll students from the poorest families
and ensure that almost every one of them graduates high school - 80
percent make it to college. Singapore namowed its achievement gap
among ethnic minarities from 17 percent to § percent over 20 years.

These surcess stories offer lessons for the rest of us. First, get children
into school early. High-quality preschooling does more for a child’s
chances in school and life than any other educational intervention.
One study, which began in the 19605, tracked two groups of students
from disadvantaged backgrounds. 5ome were given the opportunity to
attend a high-quality preschool: others were nat. Thirty-five years later,
the kids who went to preschool were eaming more, had betterjobs, and
were less [ikely to have been in prison or divorced,

Second, recognize that the average kid spends about half his
waking hours up until the age of 18 autside of schaol — don't ignore
that time.

In the novel 2001: A Space Odyssey, Arthur C. Clarke shows us
Dr. Heywood Floyd reading his ‘newspad; where he can consult any
newspaper he wishes. How many future computer engineers read this
science fiction classic — or saw the motion picture —and thought: Twant
one of thosel"? As science fiction fans know; finding examples in earlier
fiction that resemble new technology brings a glow of satisftaction at
seeing ourworld faretald. But how has rapid technological development
affected such forecasts?

Waondering how scientific advances would shape the future is
not a new precccupation — indeed, rocket propulsion may first have
been suggested in a 1657 work by Cyrana de Bergerac, whao shoots his
hero to the moon with firecrackers. But few have been so enthralled by
imaginings of the future as John Jaudius [oudon. In the March 1828
issue of Gardener's Magazine, Loudon ran a review of Jane Webb's
The Mummy!, a novel about an Eqyptian mummy resurrected in the
22nd century. 5o impressed was Loudon by Webb’s steam-powered
agricultural machines, air beds, milking machines and smaokeless fuel
that he arranged an introduction to the young writer. They were later

In the 20th century, emerging technologies made such ideas
mare believable. In 1926, the first issue of the science fiction magazine
Amazing Stories enthused: "Extravagant Fiction Today...

When Brazil's constitution was adopted in 1988, five years was
meant to be enough to decide which areas should be declared
Amerindian tribal lands. Nearly 25 vears later, the country has 557
indigenous territories covering 13% of its area, most of them in the
Amazon. But more than 100 athers are still being considered. The delay
is cawsing conflict in lang-farmed regions farther south.
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In the past month several Terena Indians have been injured and
one killed in confrontations with police and farmers in Sidraldndia in
Mato Grosso do Sul (see map). Funai started studying the region the
Terena tribe claims as its ancestral home in 1993, In 2001 it propased
anindigenous terntory of 17,200 hectares (42,500 acres). Landowners
whose farms fell within it challenged the decision in court; some
have titles dating from 1928, when the government ceded 2,090
hectares to the tribe and encouraged settlers to farm neighbouring
land. Since then Funai, the justice ministry, the public prosecutor's
office and various judges have argued over the territory’s status. Last
year owners of some of the 33 affected farms won a ruling granting
them continued possessian.

The Terena, supported by Funai, continue ta lay claim to the
land. Last month they invaded several disputed farms. During a
failed attempt by palice to evict them from one owned by a former
state politician, an Indian was killed. On June 4th another was shot
in the back on a neighbouring property. He is unlikely to walk again.
The evictions have now been suspended and the eccupations
continue. The justice ministry is trying to gather together local and
federal politicians and tribal leaders to negotiate an end to the
impasse.

Brazils powerful farm lobby is now trying to change the constitution
to give Congress the final say over future demarcations. That would
probably mean few or no more indigenous territories, The government
wants the power to demarcate territories to remain with the justice
minister and the presidency. But in states where Funais rulings are
fiercely contested, such as Mato Grosso do Sul, it plans to start seeking
second opinions from agencies seen as friendlier ta farmers.

In 1998 Fernando Henrique Cardoso, then Brazils president, said
he would triple the area of the Amazonian forest set aside for posterity.
At the time the ambition seemed vain: Brazil was losing 20,000 square
kilormetres of farest a year. Over the next 15 years loggers, ranchers,
environmentalists and indigenaus tribes battled it out — often bloodily
— in the world's largest trapical forest. Yet all the while presidents were
patiently patching together a jigsaw of national parks and other
protected patches of forest to create the Amazon Region Protected
Areas (ARPA), a protected area 20 times the size of Belgium. Now, less
than 6000 sq km of Brazils Amazonian forest is cleared each year. In
May the government and a group of donors agreed to finance ARPA for
25 years. It is the largest trapical-forest conservation project in history.

This matters because of Brazil's size: with 5m sq km of jungle, it has
almost asmuch as the next three countries (Conga, China and Australia)
put together. But it also matters for what it may signal: thar the world
could be near a turning point in the sarry story of tropical deforestation.

FrOM CHILD HUNGER TO OBESITY: BRAZIL'S NEW HEALTH SCOURGE
Daniele Bassi
May 19, 2014

Since it was established in 1982 the Brazilian NGO Pastoral da
Crianga used weight to ascertain whether a child was unhealthy.
Recently, that had to change when they started to see more and more
abesityin poor communities. As we started noticing some children were
owverweight, we had to change our practices entirely” says nutritionist
Paula Pizzatta. *Now height and the BMI [body mass index] are alsa
taken into consideration”

When Pastoral da Crianga first started its work, malnutrition and
lack of basic childcare were the cause of high infant mortality rates —
8.3% in 1980, By engaging and training community leaders to carry
out reqular visits to local families, the crganisation encouraged more
breastfeeding and prenatal care. At the same time, the governments
zero hunger programme took millions of Brazilians out of extreme
paverty and maore than halved the rates of child mortality. According
ta the World Food Programme, hunger affects only 6.9% of Brazil's
population now. However, these impressive statistics do not mean
that most Brazilians are healthy. The last figures released by the health
ministry show that 51% of country’s population are overweight and
one in three children age five to nine is overweight.

A cash transfer scheme called Bolsa Familia allowed many who
wereonceexcluded fromthe freemarket to become consumers. *Parents
who were undernourished as children can now put a bottle of Coca-
-Cola on their tables. It is @ matter of status. They feel proud” says
Pizzato.
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Companies quickly understood there was a market of new
consumers to explare. Door-to-door selling of affordable products
as well as tailor-made payment options allowed slum dwellers and
remaote communities to get food without travelling to the supermarket,
so processed products became mare accessible than fresh fruit and
vegetables. Most people in the poorest communities in Brazil are under-
educated, making them more vulnerable to advertising. For instance,
Nestle's floating supermarket navigates the Amazon with a powerful
market campaign that claims to “offer access to nutrition, health and
wellbeing to the remote community of the north region” But it mainly
sells yoghurts, ice cream and chocolate. "Quality of the food is now
more of an issue than acress to it,” says Arnoldo de Campos, secretary
for the Mational Secretariat for Food and Nutritional Security. *We
still have a small fraction of people that don't have access to food, in
isolated rural areas or indigenous communities, but the most serious

problem now is obesity”
Fastoral’s follow-up nutritional programme facuses on the first

1,000 days of life of the infant, including the time he ar she is in the
womb. Providing healthy nutrition during this first stage of life is
essential to prevent both malnutrition and obesity. The programme
is still new and has only been introduced in 23 of the 27 Brazilian
states. “So far, we have nearly 13,000 children under the nutritional
programme,” says Pizzate, Around 11% are overweight or obese
and about 2% are undemourished” A lack of playgrounds in needy
communities and national maternity leave of only four months, which
means that babies cannot be breastfed exclusively for the first six
months, contributes to the prablem. The full results of the nutritional
programme haven't been published yet, but Pastaral is very aware of
the challenges that lie ahead. "It is easier to introduce a new feeding
habit when dealing with malnutrition, but it is definitely mare difficult
to correct existing ones, when the entire family is involved” said
Pizzatto.

The government recognises the seriousness of the problem. In
2011, it created the Intersectoral Strateqy for Control and Prevention
of Obesity, which started, among other things, the promotion of
health feeding habits in public schools. But despite all the efforts,
combating obesity will be an arduous task. "We have a poorly
legislated production system which is addicted to bad-quality food

and unregulated advertising practices,” says de Campos. "For instance,
the latest Coca-Cola slogan is ‘open happiness, for a soft drink full of

sugar. It is more difficult o tackle obesity than hunger”

ENCYCLOPAEDIA

In one of the great tragedies of our age, indigenous traditions,
stonies, cultures and knowledge are winking out across the world,
Whole languages and mythologies arevanishing, andin sorme cases even
entire indigenaus groups are falling into extinction. This is what makes
the news that a tribe in the Amazon — the Matsés peoples of Brazil
and Peru — have created a 500-page encyclopaedia of their traditional
medicine all the mare remarkable.

The encyclopaedia, compiled by five shamans with assistance from
conservation group Acaté, details every plant used by Matsés medicine
to cure @ massive variety of ailments.

"The [Matsés Traditional Medicine Encyclopaedial marks the
first time shamans of an Amazonian tribe have created a full and
complete transcription af their medicinal knowledge written in their awn
language and words” said Christopher Hemdon, president and
co-founder of Acaté.

The Matsés have only printed their encyclopaedia in their
native language to ensure that the medicinal knowledqe is not stolen by
corporations or researchers as has happened in the past. Instead, the
encyclopaedia is meant as a guide for training new;, young shamans in
the tradition and recording the living shamans’ knawledge befare they
pass.

One of the most renowned elder Matsés healers died before his
knowledge could be passed on so the time was now: Acaté and the
Matsés leadership decided to prioritize the Encycopaedia before more
of the elders were lost and their ancestral knowledge taken with them,”
said Herndon.

Acaté has also started a program connecting the remaining
Matsés shamans with young students. Through this mentorship
pragram, the indigenous peaple hape to preserve their way of life as they
have for centuries past.

"With the medicinal plant knowledge disappearing fast among
mast indigenous groups and no one to write it down, the true losers
in the end are tragically the indigenous stakeholders themselves” said
Herndon. “The methodology developed by the Matsés and Acaré can
be a template for other indigenous cultures to safeguard their ancestral
knowledge”

Pratestant or secretly Catholic? Gay or straight? Loving toward his wife,
or coldly dismissive?

The man left no surviving letters or autobiographical testimony.

But now;, a researcher has uncovered nearly a dozen previously
unknown records that shed clearer light on another much-discussed
side of the man: the social climber.

The documents, discovered by Heather Wolfe the curator of
manuscripts at the Folger Shakespeare Library in Washington, relate toa
