The conditional type 3

Emprega-se para exprimir uma condi¢cdo hipotética no
passado, cuja consequéncia nunca ocorreu, ou nunca podera
ocorrer, porque a condi¢cdo nunca se concretizou no passado.

A forma basica do CONDITIONAL TYPE 3 é:

IF + PAST PERFECT + WOULD/COULD/SHOULD/MIGHT
+ HAVE + PAST PARTICIPLE

If Pam had been invited, she would have come to our party.
